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Abstract
THE BATTLE OF CRETE (MAY 1941);: THE GERMAN VIEW

This paper focuses on the operational parameters of the German attack
and occupation of Crete, as recorded in the German military archives. It
concentrates on four questions: 1. Was it necessary for Nazi Germany to
occupy Crete? 2. How was the operation “Merkur” influenced by enemies
preparations and prior information of the Germans concerning the defense
of the island and the intentions of the Cretan people? 3. How did the military
operations relate with the inhuman retaliation measures? 4. What was the
final appraisal of the Battle of Crete for the Germans?

Even before Italy’s decision to attack Greece, Hitler believed that an
air-attack and occupation of Crete would ensure the control of the Eastern
Mediterranean. Thus, he did not intend to leave it under British control.

However, before the battle, the German side did not possess a full picture
neither of the allied forces on the island, nor of the intentions of the local
population, a situation that, despite the final victory, led to enormous losses.,
The Allies, on the other hand, though well aware of the German plans, did
not prepare adequately in order to take advantage of the enemy’s mistakes.
After ten days of fighting, they lost the island.

Finally, the Battle of Crete has two further characteristics: the unexpected
participation of the whole Cretan population in the fighting, which directly
sparked the German acts of retaliation, and the enormous losses of the
parachute corps, which was never used again autonomously after the Pyrrhic
victory of May 1941.

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Abstract

ALLIED MISSIONS IN THE CYCLADES: RESISTANCE AND LIBERATION
IN NAXOS, PAROS AND IRAKLIA (1943-1944)

The paper examines the Allied missions of subversive warfare and the re-
sistance activities co-ordinated by the Special Operations Executive (SOE) in
the context of the insularity net of relations characteristic of the human ge-
ography of the Aegean islands, especially of the Cyclades complex.

After the Italian capitulation, SOE organised four missions in the Cy-
clades, which operated with Greek and British personnel and were supported
by a wide net of inhabitants, from the broadest possible political spectrum,
as well as by Allied means from Cairo. Grotesque mission in Naxos was the
longest operating one, active from November 1943 onwards. Its development
in Naxos, as also in the neighbouring islands of Paros, Heraklia and the rest
of the Koufonisia complex, is exemplary of the potential and the limits of the
missions and of the resistance in the islands: gathering of intelligence, which
led to successful Allied operations against the German occupying forces in
the context of the Allied strategic aims in the Eastern Mediterranean; co-or-
dination of the existing resistance organisations in order to keep local moral
high, to keep the population united against the Germans, and also in order to
organize small scale sabotage, as well as small guerrilla forces, which eventu-
ally fought for the liberation of Naxos, together with Greek and other Allied
military forces.

After the Liberation the missions contributed in the distribution of vitals
to the population, as well as in the shaping of the post-war political scene, by
promoting pro-British political personalities and curbing the EAM influence.

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Abstract

CUSTOMARY LAW, LEGAL DISCOURSE AND HISTORY OF LAW:
A POLITICAL DISCUSSION BETWEEN 19th AND 20th CENTURIES?

Besides their impact on the establishment of agrarian legislation and
institutions and the organization of rural economy of 19th Greek state,
Greek legalists of the first half of the century inaugurated a field of
discussion concerning the historical origins and national chatacteristics
of pre-revolutionary rural customary law systems in the Greek regions of
the Ottoman Empire. “Romanists” like P. Kalligas supported the argument
that Greek customary law systems, deriving from Roman Civil Law as their
common historical source, had invested ideas of national freedom and
independence with the principle of private property, thus leading to the
Greek Revolution anf the formation of the Greek state in the beginning of
19th century. Their legal discourse seems to reveal a dinstinct current of
liberal opposition in the very bosom of the Bavarian government and its
bureaucracy, and to announce at quite an early stage the liberal turn which
Greek agrarian politics took during the second half and more clearly towards
the end of 19th century, residing not only in the economic but also in the
ideological potential of small land property and its owners.

Abstract

THE ‘DISTRIBUTION’ OF THE GREEK NATIONAL ESTATES IN 1871:
A SYNTHETIC APPROACH

The management of the nationalized estates that formerly belonged to
Muslim Ottomans is a key issue for understanding the relationship between
state, society and economy in 19th century Greece. The most crucial instance
was undoubtedly the 1871 reform that stipulated their privatization, giving
pre-emptive right to occupants.

The article attempts to synthesize the conclusions of the individual re-
search projects completed in the last 30 years, concerning the implementa-
tion of the 1871 reform in different localities of the Peloponnese. It concen-
trates on the intensity of local demand for land purchases and on the social
characteristics of acquirers. The main conclusion is that in all localities, in-
tensity and social characteristics of demand were strongly influenced: a) by
land profitability, in its turn, positively correlated with export agriculture
(mostly currant viticulture) and b) by local population density, positively
connected with land prices and complexity of rights of ownership. Capital-
ist investment in national estate purchases concentrated mainly in sparsely
populated areas, where the soil was adequate for profitable export crops; in
many cases it led to impressive local development. On the contrary, capital-
ists tended to avoid highly populated areas where land prices were high and
(peasant) occupancy rights strong.

The importance of peasant property in highly populated areas is char-
acteristic of the relative weakness of capitalists in the countryside of 19th
century Southern Greece. The latter were not able to formulate the dominant
pattern of land exploitation and generally to unilaterally impose their terms
and conditions.

THE LONG TERM DEVELOPMENT
OF GREEK AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTIVITY
IN A EURO-MEDITERRANEAN PERSPECTIVE (1860-1980)"

The purpose of this paper is to estimate Greek agricultural productivity in
the long term, using all the available census data on agricultural production
and population.! The Greek case will be compared with that of other
European Mediterranean countries using the available estimates in order to
test whether the Greek case is comparable to that of other Mediterranean
European economies. The reader will find in the annex clarifications on
methodology, terminology and data.

The rapidly growing rural population, in the absence of a growing urban
demand for non-agricultural labour, depressed agricultural productivity in
Greece. The ecological constraints, the available technology and the relative
factor endowments made it extremely difficult to specialize in any field other

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than labour-intensive plants and cultures (currants, tobacco and arboriculture).
Recurrent waves of long-distance migration (1900-1924 and 1955-1972)
were instrumental in depleting the countryside, ease population pressure and
“ameliorate” productivity indicators without changing the land tenure system
and the agricultural structures. Only in the 1960s and 1970s is a systemic
transformation observed, since out-migration coincides, for the first time,
with rising public and private investment in the countryside and the adoption
of technological innovations parallel to the growing expansion of non-
agricultural employment in both urban and rural areas.

Export growth and crisis: the long 19th century

In the 19th century the returns to the land in use and to the available
rural labour, hereafter called land and labour productivity,? of the agricultural
economy of the small kingdom of Greece showed a significant and long
term rise, closely linked to the expansion of currant exports to Western and
Central Europe. The rapid growth of currant exports (1840-1892) coincided
with the rise of wheat imports to feed the rapidly growing Greek population.
International trade offered to the small Kingdom (covering the southern part
of present day Greece) a convenient way to intensify the use of its abundant
factor: labour and save its scarce factor: land. There were other exported
goods (wine, olive-oil, tobacco and cocoons), but their percentage in the total
value of exports was relatively insignificant (as a percentage of the value of
total Greek exports) in respect to that of currants, while they all share their
labour intensive character. The currant producing area was located along
the coasts of Northern and Western Peloponnese, Southern Aetolia and the
islands of Cephalonia and Zante, while the majority of the Greek agricultural
population were small-owner subsistence farmers, many of them (especially
those living in uphill villages in adjacent provinces in the Peloponnese and

2. The return to the (estimated as available) “rural” labour is not a perfect index of labour
productivity, which should be ideally relative to the number of really and fully employed
agriculturalists per hour worked. Since we know neither the percentage of (fully or part-time)
unemployment in agriculture nor the number of agriculturalists in the total population, the
available number of those potentially employed (homogenised through the use of different,
according to sex and age, coefficients of equivalence to the full daily force of an active male
labour unit) who lived in agglomerations of less than 2.000 inhabitants is only a poor substitute.

Continental Greece) employed as seasonal labour in the currant producing
areas. The sparsely populated plains of Eastern Continental Greece and the
newly annexed (in 1881) provinces of Thessaly where characterised by their
extensive cereal agriculture and animal husbandry. Especially in Thessaly
cereal production was stagnating in volume due to the antiquated techniques
and methods of share-cropping agriculture. Greek cereals and livestock
products fed mostly the local population and were unable to compete with
wheat imported from the Black Sea and, later, the New World. Nonetheless, the
rapid expansion of commercial plantations (currants and wine vineyards, olive
and fig trees) provided profits to the proprietors and salaries, e.g. the necessary
supplementary income, to the seasonally employed subsistence small-owners.

The rise of the returns to land and labour was very significant, given that
the Greek population was rising at an annual rate of 1.5%. Between 1860 and
1887, the return to land grew annually at 2.25% and the “labour productivity”
at 1.43%. Through this active indirect exchange of (wheat producing) land for
labour (-intensive crops) the Greek rural economy, in general, greatly expanded
its output. The available agricultural production per capita grew at 1.14%, in
spite of the waning of land available per rural labourer (-0.82%) (see Table 1).
All the advantages stemmed from the expansion of the international demand
for Greek exports.> The rise of the returns to the planted (with commercial
perennial plants) land was much higher (3.14%) than the returns to the arable
(seeded mostly with subsistence plants) production (1.68%) (see Table 2).

The growth of agricultural output and productivity accompanied the
slow shrinking of the “rural population” (calculated as the population living
in agglomerations of less than 2.000 inhabitants) at -0.22%. The fact that the
estimated part of agriculture in the GDP fell at a faster rate (-0.68%) means
that the returns to labour in the non-agricultural economy grew at faster
rates than in agriculture (see Table 1). A major problem of Greek agriculture
in the 19th century (in spite of its temporary export performance) was the
inadequate urban demand for agricultural products and surplus labour.*

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This stable and sustained agricultural development was founded upon
the growing international demand for the major Southern Greek agricultural
export (currants), a favourable situation that was extended beyond the late
1870s (when Western and central European demand for the edible product
was finally saturated) thanks to the temporary expansion of French demand
for low-quality currants, used as raw material in the alcohol and wine
industry. This unexpected and favourable situation lasted until 1892. The
Méline tariffs imposed in France, in June 1893, caused a major and chronic
fall in world demand for currant and a subsequent chronic shrink of prices.
In December 1893, Greece defaulted on its foreign debt and the exchange
rate of the drachma lost about 60% of its value by 1898. A large part of the
Greek agricultural population, especially that of subsistence producers, who
earned part of their income as seasonal workers in the currant producing
areas, faced a chronic fall of their income.

The various social groups in the countryside responded in different ways
to the agricultural income crisis, but two were the main available options.
On the one hand, subsistence production — mainly wheat — expanded at
the expense of fallow and as a result, given the fact that marginal land was
already in use and that most of the peasants did not have the possibility
to intensify their rotation system using manure or chemical fertilisers,®
yields diminished in the long-run, leading Southern Greek agriculture in
an involutive extension. On the other hand, young unmarried members of
the peasant families began to temporarily emigrate to the U.S. and other
transatlantic destinations in order to earn the necessary supplementary
income for their families back at home. The emigration rate in the early 20th
century (1900-1922/24) soared, while the available rural labour fell.”

Under the circumstances it is not surprising that (between 1887 and 1911)
the land and labour productivities felt by -0.40% and -0.57% respectively.
Interestingly enough, land per labourer fell by only -0.17%, thanks to
the evacuation of a substantial part of the available rural labour through
emigration (see Table 1). In fact, the reduction of the fallow and the relatively
high yields of the year 1911, hid temporarily the most pervasive effects of the

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agricultural involution in Southern Greece.’ In the following years (1911-
1929) the land productivity (and the cereal yields) fell precipitously. Intensive
plantations (wine and currants) faced a more rapid decline since their all
time high in 1887 (-0.43% in 1887-1911 and -0.56% in 1911-1938). Land
productivity in arable farming continued to grow (1.21%) before 1911,
but fell precipitously afterwards (-0.79% in 1911-1929). Meanwhile animal
husbandry was stagnating in terms of livestock density (measured in Gross
Livestock Units per km?) and estimated productivity (return to the number of
animals: -0.09% in 1860-1911) (see Table 2).

In the beginning of the 20th century the Southern Greek agricultural
economy was in crisis, even though the global Greek economy (i.e. the urban
sector) was expanding. The per capita real GDP grew at 4.77% between 1901
and 1910, a really exceptional achievement compared to any time before
1960." It is only the massive transatlantic emigration, which provided income
transfers — and thus preserved the living standards of the agricultural family,
offering cheap capital and boosting the demand for urban goods in the
countryside — and absorbed a part of the redundant latently unemployed
labour in the countryside that also kept labour productivity in agriculture
relatively high in 1911, at 39 metric quintals of Standard Wheat Equivalents
per available Male-equivalent Labour Units (see Table 1). Had there been no
transatlantic emigration, the returns to labour would have been much lower
and the income crisis would have probably fuelled large scale social disorder.
In the 1887/1911 period the rise of the agricultural output was almost nil
(0.16%), while the rise of the relative factors either nil (capital, e.g. livestock)
or exceptionally slow (as in the case of land and labour) (see Table 3). If we

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take into consideration that the registered output of 1911 is exceptionally high,
then there is every reason to believe that the rate of growth of the output might
have been closer to nil (or even negative) and that the fall of the total factor
productivity (T.EP.) even larger in 1887/1911.

To sum up, the 19th century has shown, in the long term (1860-1911),
a relatively satisfactory growth of agricultural output per capita (0.22%)
in spite of rapid population growth, stagnation of livestock capital and
agricultural techniques and the continuous decrease of the available land per
labourer (-0.52%). The returns to the land (1%) grew two times faster than
the returns to labour (0.49%) (see Table 1). All productivity increase was
dependent either on changes in the culture mix in favour of labour intensive

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and exporting plantations or on the evacuation (e.g. massive emigration) of
redundant labour (and the decrease of the latent rural unemployment).**

Yet, the reduction of labour through emigration did not provide dynamism
(e.g. gains in Total factor productivity) to the Greek rural economy. It simply
acted as a deterrent of further deterioration. The total factor productivity
estimate for the Greek agricultural economy shows that the belle époque period
(1887-1911) was one of stagnation and decline (-0.22%), while the previous
period of currants expansion was signalled out by its rapidly growing index
(especially in the years 1875-1887, coinciding with the expansion of French
imports of non-edible currants at high prices). Estimates were made for the
whole of Greece and for the “old provinces” (the provinces which formed the
Kingdom in 1832, before its further territorial expansion). Yet in the long
term the increase of T.EP. in the 19th century is rather satisfactory (0.64% or,
alternatively, 0.81% annually) and not very far from other Southern European
countries like Italy (0.90 % annually) or France (0.75%)" (see Table 3).

Regional and international comparisons

The regional variation confirms the observations on the national level of
the importance of currant exports. The currant producing areas (Western
Peloponnese and Cephalonia & Zante) show a land return ratio much greater
than the national average (equal to 100). The same is true for other provinces
specialised in exporting intensive plantations, like Corfu and Epirus and
Western Continental Greece (see Table 4). Western Peloponnese stands out
also in terms of the annual rate of growth of its land (1.31%) and labour
(0.86%) productivity expressed in constant 1911 prices. In this respect, it is
the cereal producing and pastoral Continental Greece (especially its eastern
part) that more clearly demonstrates indications of stagnation (see Table 5).

It is interesting to notice that the greater dispersion around the national
average is signalled out in the land productivity rather than in the labour
productivity. The maximum regional land productivity in 1860, 1911, 1927/30
and 1935/38 can be as big as “two and a half times” the national average. The
maximum regional labour productivity is “one and a half times” the national

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average.'” I should further add that the really available rural labour is larger that
the regional aggregate, because labour (contrary, of course, to the land in use)
is seasonally mobile and thus it is certain that the regionally available labour
was certainly larger than the one calculated using the available census data and
assuming that all labourers work only in the province they are residents. James
Simpson had observed the exact same thing in Spain. For Italy the study by
Galassi and Cohen also shows that the regional variation of land productivity is
clearly much greater than that of labour productivity (see Table 6)."*

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This means that in a comparative perspective the regional land productivity
between an advanced and an underdeveloped economy may diverge less
than the regional labour productivity. The UK average net output per ha
in Greek prices in ca.1910 is estimated at 260 FF (or Latin Monetary Union
gold drachmas), while the Greek average is 253 and the maximum Greek
regional average is 469. Meanwhile the UK average net output per active
male labourer is 2184 FE, while the maximum Greek regional average is 867
FF and the Greek national average is 612 FF (see Table 5). The real distance
between a technologically advanced and economically efficient economy and
a less developed one is only really expressed and measured in terms of labour
productivity.

In ca.1910 Greece was a relatively underdeveloped country. Its labour
productivity was half that of Italy and a quarter that of the UK. Its land
productivity was about three quarters those of UK and Italy (which were more

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or less at the same level according to the estimates of O’Brien and Toniolo).?
The key difference between Italy and Greece on the one hand and UK, on
the other, was on the endowment of every labourer with land (and capital). I
believe that, if studied in a homogeneous way, the regional variation in each
Mediterranean country would show that the labour productivity dispersion
in the Mediterranean world was fluctuating in a relatively short span. A very
tentative estimate is shown in the following Table 7. The margin of error of the
Greek (and Ottoman) estimates is large, and we urgently need a better estimate,
but I believe it clearly expresses the fact that the Kingdom of Greece was more
or less close to Spain (itself not far from Italy) and that its future northern
provinces (still under Ottoman rule) were clearly less productive than the
southern ones.

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The Southern European economies had followed a comparable evolution
in respect to the development of their TFP. The 19th century looks more
promising than the inter-war period for countries like Italy and Greece,
which have not fallen behind the more productive countries of Western
Europe. On the contrary, for Spain and Portugal it is the inter-war period
(as long as it was peaceful in the case of Spain) which looks particularly
dynamic. Yet all Southern European countries seem to have gone through
a wave of growth in the late 19th century, most certainly fuelled by export
trade and especially by growing French demand for wine and its substitutes
during the phylloxera crisis, which broke out in the late 1880s or early 1890s.
For countries like Greece and Portugal financial default temporarily plagued
the national economy in early 1890s. The end of the crisis coincided more
or less with the “Belle Epoque” boom in early 1900 and accelerated in the
Iberian cases, probably thanks to the fact that these countries were spared the
war destructions and kept their traditional markets. Greece on the contrary,
only tasted a brief moment of redress in the early 1900s and then faced a
very severe crisis during and after the First World war.

The Greek agricultural economy in ca. 1910, in spite of its recent
deceleration and income crisis, was still more productive and economically
efficient than that of the adjacent Ottoman European provinces. One should
remember that the Ottoman provinces of Greek Macedonia were probably the
most economically advanced areas of the Ottoman European countryside (and
Ottoman countryside in general). Yet, the average Ottoman Greek Macedonian
productivity of labour was about two thirds of the average Greek (see Table 9).
The land productivity was even lower and fell more in the next few years. It
is certain that the Macedonian and, in general, the Ottoman agriculture and
animal husbandry were clearly a little more extensive than the average Greek.
I have differentiated the sparsely populated Greek Thessaly (annexed in 1881),
where the large estates were fragmented into family farm units and given in
share-cropping contracts to share-croppers, who had clearly more land at their
disposal than other peasants of Greece or of Greek Macedonia.

The Greek Macedonian provinces under the Ottomans were clearly less
productive and less efficiently used than the Greek average. Incorporation
into Greece did not change this. The immediate post war data show that both
land and labour productivity fell, while the endowment of each labourer
in land and livestock did not change (see Table 9). This is understandable
in view of the Balkan wars’ destruction and the dislocation of populations.
Thessaly, a sparsely populated region of share-croppers, well endowed in
land, has a lower than average land productivity and a slightly higher than
average labour productivity. This last fact is certainly due to the fact that
we underestimate the number of labourers since we can not estimate the
number of seasonally inflowing harvesters from adjacent provinces.

The gloomy inter-war era: national integration, income stagnation

and policy shift

The inter-war period is characterised by an unprecedented population
pressure on the given natural resources, a phenomenon common to the

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whole of Eastern and Southern Europe.?* The Greek agricultural economy
entered the inter-war period facing two major problems (besides the given
ecological constraints and the stagnation of the international demand for
traditional Greek exports like the currants): the inefficient and socially
contentious land tenure system and the massive population reshuffling in the
northern provinces. The involuntary and voluntary population movements,
during and after the wars of 1912-1922 (e.g. the exchange of populations
between Greece, Turkey and Bulgaria) have totally transformed the ethnic
and religious composition of the newly annexed land and parallel to the
large scale and radical land reform have fully transformed the land tenure
system and the land settlement.”® To make things worse, the USA imposed
strict rules and quota on emigration, closing thus the only issue available
to villagers wishing to leave their crowded rural societies and find overseas
sources of additional income. Population growth in the inter-war period
(despite falling fertility rates) resumed its high pre-1900 rates (again 1.5%
annually between 1922-1940).

The Great War and its aftermath (1912-1922) caused widespread
destruction and population upheaval in Greece and in the former Ottoman
lands, with immediate negative repercussions in production and productivity.
These developments coincided with the negative results of the income crisis,
which forced Greek peasants to emigrate and/or to alternatively involutively
expand their subsistence production. This, as I have said, dilapidated in the
long run the natural fertility of the soils and led to a significant fall in cereal
yields, at least until the early thirties. It is only in the 1930s that the yields
increased and that land in use expanded as a result of widespread land reform
and land settlement of the incoming refugees in the 1920s. Concomitantly,
the negative results of the dislocation of semi-nomadic animal husbandry
just after the land reform were neutralised due to the expansion of the
number of animals held by the farmers.” These fluctuations are well shown
it the tables. In 1911/1929 the labour productivity fell (-1.25%), while the
land productivity stagnated (-0.06%). In the 1930ies (1929/1938) the labour
productivity expanded at a very high rate (4%), while the land productivity

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grew at a much lower rate (0.7%). The 1930s thus did not only witness the
negative results of the world crisis. In the Greek case the 1930s manifested the
materialisation of the latent potentialities of the Greek agricultural economy
of the 1920s, artificially held back by the massive population dislocations,
refugee agricultural settlement and the radical land reform imposed without
the financial means to adequately provide newly settled small-owners with the
necessary capital and equipment.

To show how detrimental was the inclusion of the less productive and socio-
politically and “demographically” unstable northern provinces one should
notice than in the 1911/1930 period the decline of the output per labourer
(-0.69%) and per land in use (-0.14%) and decline of the TEP. (-0.64%) in
the “old provinces” of Greece (which had not experienced either population
exchanges or radical land reform) was significantly less sharp that in the case of
the whole country (-1.29%, -0.33% and -1.24% respectively). In the next period
of rapid growth (and of the materialisation of latent potentialities) the “old
provinces” still did better than the country as a whole (see Table 3), even though
the level of the returns to land and the available land per labourer was higher in
absolute terms in the more fertile northern provinces.

In the long period stretching from 1911 to 1939, the Greek agriculture
slowly grew in terms of land (0.16%) and labour (0.31%) productivity. The
labour productivity grew twice as fast as the land productivity, a clear reversal
of the 19th century situation. The available land per labourer grew also slowly
(0.14%), while the output rose at a lower rate than the population, and thus
the per capita product fell (-0.14%). Since 1930 the land to labour ratio is
slowly and uninterruptedly redressed (see Table 1). The livestock capital and
productivity seems to have augmented providing more products and labour
(see Table 3). Yet the Greek economy became increasingly deficient in animal
products and has begun importing a part of its needs.

It is interesting to notice that in the 1930s, during the autarkic turn of
world (and Greek) agricultural policy, Greek agriculture has been able to show
a rapid growth of the T.EP. (3.69%) in comparison to its fall in the preceding
decades. The Greek economy produced more (it terms of standard wheat
equivalents per capita), yet it was efficient in economic terms. It is interesting
to notice that the land productivity of arable (mainly subsistence and tobacco)
products grew (0.82%), while that of commercial plantations, mostly located
in the “old provinces” of the South, fell (-0.56%) (see Table 2). Furthermore,
at a regional level, labour and labour productivity grew more rapidly in the
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protected and low productive provinces, which were producing subsistence
products, than in the regions of labour intensive commercial plantations. The
areas of extensive agriculture were thus ameliorating their hierarchical position
in respect to regional land and labour productivity (see Table 5).

Contrary to what one might have expected, it seems that the new main
agricultural export product of Greece, the highly labour intensive tobacco,
primarily cultivated in the hilly areas of Eastern Macedonia and Thrace, did
not provide in the 1930s the strong impetus to regional labour productivity
that currants had provided in the 19th century provinces of Western
Peloponnese, Cephalonia and Zante. Eastern Macedonia’s land and labour
productivity (relative to the national average) grew fast, yet less than those
of the major cereal producing areas: Central Macedonia, Eastern Continental
Greece and Eastern Peloponnese and Thessaly.”

The late inter-war period is as much characterised by protectionism
and a state policy favouring national autarky in foodstufts and strategic raw
materials, as it is characterised by the real transfer of resources and public
funds to the agricultural sector. Capital investment in agriculture (through
large and expensive land amendment projects and the expansion of the state
owned Agricultural Bank) rose and this is evident in the growing part of the
role of capital investment in the growth of output (see Table 3). Beginning in
the late 1920s the growth of capital (A(C)) invested in agriculture rose above
it usual level.” It became a net factor whose weight is better appreciated if we
keep in mind that the expansion of the area of land in use in the post 1930
period (especially in Northern Greece) is to a large extend due to the large
land amendment projects financed by (internationally borrowed) public funds.

The War decade had understandably led to a diminution of capital and
output. The civil war (1947-49) had also led some agriculturalists to temporarily
abandon their villages. Output fell by -2.49%, while the productivity of land and
labour fell by -1.83% and -2.37% respectively. All factors (land in use, available
rural active labour, livestock and capital) diminished. The productive structure
was dislocated and the T.EP. retreated as well (-1.53%).*° Taken as a whole the
long War period (1911-1950) gives a depressing image of Greek agriculture.
Output grew (1.60%) but the TFP fell (-0.46%), at stark difference from
countries that had been able to stay out of wars like Portugal (see Table 8).

Systemic transformation and growth in the post-war

The following years, especially those of the late 1950s and the 1960s,
witnessed an unprecedented process of emigration (both overseas and to
Western Europe) paralleled by the rural exodus towards the Greek urban
centres, themselves in profound reshuffling of their hierarchical position.
Meanwhile, the ratio of land per labourer continued its growth, which had
begun in 1930. A parallel and substantial innovation was the tendency towards
land concentration among fewer farmers after a long period of egalitarian
land reforms (1832-1930) and property fragmentation through diverging
devolution. This concerns the distribution of land among non proprietor

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farmers. The land of the emigrants was cheaply rented by the remaining
villagers (mostly family relatives and neighbours) and a new group of
entrepreneurial farmers with enough capital to pay for inputs (land, fertilisers,
animals), rent land, buy (and then rent out) machinery and equipment and
generally invest on capital amelioration has given a tremendous push to labour
productivity and T.EP. Output grew at 4.3%, while T.EP. grew at 3.77%. The
labour productivity continued to grow much faster (5.12%) than the land
productivity (3.35%). This is because only the capital and land factors grew,
albeit modestly at 0.62% and 0.28% respectively. One should notice, of course,
that it is primarily capital which grew: a clear breach in respect to the pre-war
period®. Another important breach was the clear diminishing of available
labour. Labour was “evacuated” (A(L)= -0.36%) towards the urban sector, which
underwent a profound transformation during this same period. This time it
seems that the Greek urban sector was able to attract, employ and finally absorb
the surplus rural population, something that did not happen in the early 20th
century, in spite of the fact that the rural sector was overcrowded and suffered
from latent underemployment. Pepelasis and Yiotopoulos, in their innovative
research, have shown that already in the late 1950s the Greek agriculture began
to suffer from seasonal labour scarcity, which of course forced more remaining
farmers to adopt some labour saving techniques.* It is ironic that in the 1960s
Greek newspapers, and even official authorities and serious commentators in
general, lamented the “abandonment of the countryside” and the urban re-
settlement (“astyphilia”) of the Greek villagers, most of whom were simply
leaving behind over-crowded and unproductive lands.*

Industrialisation and modern growth was the remedy for the over-crowded
Greek countryside, as it was the case for many other European Mediterranean
rural societies from Portugal to Turkey. This is not a very innovative remark,
since Doreen Warriner in her path-breaking work had already argued that the
only remedy for the poor and overcrowded southern and eastern European
countryside was industrialisation, of course, and, more generally, the part-

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employment of rural labour to non-agricultural activities.* In Greece, and in
Mediterranean Europe in general, the absence of an adequately rapid growth
of the non-agricultural urban economy meant that a part of the surplus
labour could only find employment through emigration. Every time that
a growth wave in the demand for agricultural products (and hence in prices
and income) was broken, the income crisis that resulted was absorbed through
emigration (and hence the reduction of available rural labour). The gradual
post-war dis-articulation of inter-war agricultural protectionism meant that
labour and resources in the countryside were forcefully re-allocated at the
expense of the less productive and efficient activities and regions. Productivity
growth coincided with the abandonment of the less productive fields, with
the depopulation especially of the mountainous areas, with the amplification
of social differentiation in the local societies (a large part of the agricultural
producers surviving only thanks to governmental income support to less
competitive farmers) and with the exasperation of the income crisis for a
substantial part of the rural population.

In the 1950s and 1960s Greek agriculture underwent the last two of
the three modern agricultural revolutions® (the massive introduction of
machines and mechanical equipment, the widespread use of chemical
fertilisers and pesticides and finally the adoption of scientifically selected
seeds and breeding races) — not always using the best techniques or under
the scrutiny of specialised agronomists. The result was the impressive (and
unprecedented for Greece) increase in land and labour productivity. Of
course the evacuation of the demographic surplus of the mountainous
areas had a significant influence in the amelioration of the land to labour
ratio and the rise of the capital to labour ratio. Agriculture fully integrated
into the national economy and the subsistence sector and activities shrank.
The countryside was now related to the global world economy through its
integration into the Greek economy, which provided the necessary inputs
and attracted a larger part of its output.

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Appendix on methodology and data

Data on production are available thanks to successive agricultural censuses
before the Second World War (1860, 1875, 1887, 1911, 1929 and 1939,) and an
annual series of detailed agricultural statistics in the Inter-war period (1914-
1938) and after the War (since 1961). Agricultural censuses continued after the
Second World War (1950, 1961, 1971 and 1981). I have also used the 1907/8
agricultural statistics of the Ottoman Empire and population estimates for
ca.1911 to calculate indexes of productivity in the Ottoman provinces that will
be annexed to the Kingdom of Greece in 1913.%

My main preoccupation was to find a convenient way in estimating the
output growth of Greek agriculture, since price series for major products
are either unavailable or unsatisfactory. In order to avoid problems arising
from relative price structure changing in the long term, I have decided to use
a method adopted by geographers or developmental economists.”” All final
products are expressed in units of a “standard wheat equivalent” (SWE),* in
order to make alternative estimates of the physical output, both gross and net
(i.e. when seed, wastes and intermediate inputs, like forage are excluded).

Alternatively, I have used the 1911 prices to calculate output in constant
prices.”” These estimates were used in particular to study the regional variation
of indexes and its alteration. The year 1911 as a base of indaxes was chosen
in order to compare more easily our indexes with those estimated by other

The estimation of the rural labour force was particularly delicate. I have
refrained from using the official data on the number of labourers (males
or not) available for employment in agriculture, because they are not
satisfactory and certainly underestimate the number of available labourers.
Instead I have followed the method used by Pepelassis and Yiotopoulos in
the immediate postwar period to calculate the available labour force (of both
sexes) in the countryside.* All available labour is converted into male labour
units, according to specific coeflicients relative to each age and sex cluster of
the “rural” population.* In other words the available active labour in male-
equivalent labour units (MLU) is always relative to the total population of
the countryside. There is no evidence that income from non-agricultural
activities was ever important in the Greek countryside before the 1960ies and
the rise of tourism. Thus, the Pepelassis and Yiotopoulos assumption (based
on data and information from the late inter-war period) seems plausible and
is certainly less capricious than data on profession collected by the Greek
Statistical Service in the various population censuses.*

The estimate of the land in use in also an open issue. Land tilled and planted
or land left temporarily fallow is of course included, along with permanent
and artificial meadows, in the total land in use. The inclusion of pastures is,
on the contrary, an open issue. No human labour is usually used intentionally
and regularly in order to enhance and preserve the fertility of the pastures.
Rich pastures may be an important source of income or a valuable input for
the nourishment of livestock in Western Europe, yet in the Mediterranean
area pastures were usually of low productive quality and their inclusion in the
land in use would simply depress the productivity of land. Estimating the area
of rich pastures in Greece is a difficult and tricky task* and it will only end up

We have further differentiated between
arable land (annually tilled and left in fallow) and land perennially planted (i.e.
with trees and vineyards) in order to examine the difference between the land
productivity on arable cultures and, mostly commercial, «plantations».

Two different methods were used for the estimate of capital invested in
agriculture. For the 19th and early 20th century we have worked under the
assumption that the number of livestock is a proxy for the capital invested
in agriculture. We thus calculate the number of livestock in terms of Gross
Livestock Units (GLU). In respect to the available animal traction power we
have also homogenised the livestock capital in terms of Animal Traction
Units (ATU).*

Alternatively, Papaelias has estimated the capital formation in Greek
agriculture since 1911.* In his estimates of capital stock, he incorporates fixed
capital, livestock capital and “vegetal capital” I have used his data for the post
1950 period. In this last case, the standard coefficients of capital and labour
adopted for the estimation of the TFP (using a Cobb-Douglas production
function with constant shares of capital and labour) have changed from 0.15 and
0.50 (before 1950) to 0.20 and 0.45 respectively (the share of land is held constant
at 0.35). This second method of capital estimate gives better results for the post
1930 period when large scale investments in land amendment were made. I have
thus made alternatively TFP estimates for the inter-war period using Papaelias
series for capital growth, instead of the simple livestock capital proxy.

Finally, an alternative estimation of the growth of the land factor, before
1911, was attempted in order to incorporate in the estimate of the growth
of the land in use, the ameliorations brought about by the massive plantation
of vineyards and olive trees. We have thus calculated the value of arable land,
vineyards and olive trees in constant 1860 prices in order to have an estimate of

REFORMES AGRAIRES ET CHANGEMENT RURAL EN GRECE
(DU XIXE SIECLE A LENTRE-DEUX-GUERRES) **

En essayant de reconstituer la continuité (ou la discontinuité) économique
et sociale au sein de I'agriculture grecque, on va tenter de décrire ici — dans leurs
grandes lignes — les paramétres principaux de la question agraire. Etant donné
que les axes centraux de cette question sont les rapports de la propriété de la
terre et de la demande des capitaux qui auraient pu soutenir le développement
rural, cette étude évoque ces thémes rapidement, en ce qui concerne le XIX®
siecle: ainsi, cet essai décrit le schéma général du statut de la propriété agricole
et des politiques relatives suivies par I'Etat grec du XIX¢, sans avoir pas lobjec-
tif d’approfondir sur ces sujets. Notre but est de donner une image globale de
l'agriculture grecque jusqu'a la fin des années vingt', période transitoire au cours

En se rapportant au passé, on a l'intention de recons-
tituer le temps historique, cest-a-dire de souligner le fait que durant les phases
de transition - telles que la période vers la fin de la Premiére Guerre Mondiale
et la fin de la campagne militaire grecque de I'Asie Mineure en 1922 -, les en-
jeux de 'antagonisme entre les mécanismes antérieurs et les contextes nouveaux
se renforcent. En outre, il faut noter que cette étude a généralement considéré
lespace rural comme multidimensionnel, en d’autres termes comme issu de
facteurs divers.” Or, les exploitations agricoles s'inscrivent dans un territoire qui
sétend en direction de la ville, qui est donc de plus en plus soumis a I'influence
du milieu urbain.

1. Aspects quantitatifs (indicatifs) de l'économie agraire, jusquen 1929

La création de la “République” Grecque en 1828 a donné naissance a un
petit pays (qui est composé uniquement de départements du Péloponnese,
tandis qu'un nouveau Protocole de Londres en 1829 a étendu les frontiéres
grecques jusqu’a la Grece Continentale et 'Eubée) a caractere purement agri-
cole. Néanmoins, les agriculteurs propriétaires nen représentaient quune
minorité: selon E Thiers, en 1833 les familles agricoles montaient au nombre
de 120 000. Parmi elles, seule 20 000 étaient propriétaires.’ La situation était
assez inquiétante, car juste apres 'indépendance du pays, a été soulevé un
probléme social, dont I'issue était liée a la question des biens nationaux.*
Lincertitude qui caractérisait les rapports de propriété de la terre a marqué
lagriculture grecque, depuis la naissance de I'Etat. En outre, méme pour les
agriculteurs propriétaires, la situation ne sest pas améliorée en général. Hor-
mis un certain nombre de domaines étendus, la propriété agricole était tres

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morcelée en Gréce, surtout dans les montagnes et dans les iles de I'Egée, ot lon
rencontre des propriétaires qui ne possédent que 5 a 10 stremmes®, souvent 2
stremmes et moins encore.® Lhésitation de 'Etat grec a suffisamment stimuler
le secteur agraire est d’ailleurs prouvée par la quasi absence du crédit agri-
cole, durant le XIX¢ siécle: en outre, durant cette période, il nexistait pas de
ministere de 'Agriculture, dont les fonctions étaient remplies par le secréta-
riat d’Etat & I'Agriculture et a I'Industrie, dépendant du ministere de I'Inté-
rieur. Malgré les revendications’, un tel ministere ne sera créé quen 1909,
apres le changement structural, sur lequel s'appuyait le mouvement civil, qui
sest déclenché cette méme année dans le quartier athénien de Goudi.®

Si lon cherche & décrire Iéconomie agricole a travers les chiffres, les pre-
miers éléments statistiques officiels ne sont fournis qu’a partir de 'année
1861.° Ici on utilise I'étude de A. Mansolas qui en sa qualité de fonctionnaire
supérieur au Ministere de I'Intérieur a basé son étude sur les données du re-
censement de 1861: ce dernier était le premier effort systématique de I'Etat
grec dans le domaine de la démographie.’

Selon ce recensement, la population totale du pays sélevait en 1861 a
1 096 810 individus." Les agriculteurs et les bergers sont au nombre de 186
460 sur un total de 377 659 individus qui représentaient la population active
totale; selon Mansolas, la population agricole correspondait & environ 50% de
la population active.'? Néanmoins, ce pourcentage parait sous-estimé, étant

Malgré la prépondérance de Iéconomie agricole, lexploitation de la terre
nétait pas satisfaisante. Ainsi, selon les commentaires de A. Mansolas, seul
le 1/7 de la superficie grecque est cultivé: les terres cultivées et en jachere
sélevent a 7 435 900 stremmes (soit 74 359 hectares), tandis que la super-
ficie totale séleve a 45 689 248 stremmes. D’autre part, en 1861 le rapport
des terres en jachere est 1 pour 2. Parmi les terres non cultivées, 11 748 000
stremmes correspondent aux terres arables.”® Selon le méme auteur environ
50% des terres, qui restaient inoccupées, sont cultivables. Il est néanmoins
important d’ajouter ici que les données quantitatives du XIX* siecle concer-
nant lensemble des terres cultivées et cultivables (nationales et privées) sont
incertaines, sur que leur recensement a été chiffrétant donné a la base de pro-
duction et ne correspond pas aux calculs de superficie sur place.™

Malgré ces problemes, le recensement agricole de 1875 montre une évo-
lution positive, en ce qui concerne les terres cultivées. Ainsi, selon ce recense-
ment, [étendue cultivée en Grece séléve a 10 721 200 stremmes, dont 3 500 000
stremmes de terres en jachere.”® Or en 1875, [étendue en culture correspond
aux 7 221 200 stremmes, de laquelle il faut retrancher les terres cultivées des
iles ioniennes (1 491 600 stremmes). En comparant le reste des 5 729 600
stremmes avec les 3 729 600 stremmes cultivés en 1860, on en conclut que les
terres cultivées ont une taux d’augmentation de 53% dans lespace de quinze
ans.'* Méme si lexactitude des données reste toujours en douteuse', il est pro-
bable qu'une augmentation des terres cultivées a eu lieu durant cette période,
grace a lentrée de nouvelles terres — auparavant inexploitées — dans lespace
cultivé. D’autre part, le rapport entre les terres en culture et celles en jachere

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présente une légeére augmentation en faveur des terres en culture, mais en tout
cas ceci ne correspond pas a une vraie amélioration des systemes dexploitation.

Mansolas nous fournit également des informations importantes, sur
les produits cultivés; ainsi, les cultures céréaliéres se trouvent a la premiere
place, et occupent 2 369 696 stremmes en 1860, sans compter les terres en
jachere.'® Parmi les autres produits, on releve la culture du coton, de la vigne,
des olives et du raisin. Or, Torientation de I'agriculture grecque vers d’une
part les céréales et d’autre part certains produits dexportation, n'a pas chan-
gé, par rapport aux conditions qui dominaient avant la guerre d’'Indépen-
dance.” Il semble, pourtant que, depuis les années quarante, s'affirme une
extension considérable de la culture du raisin sec, qui dorénavant (grace a la
hausse de prix) sort de ses limites restreintes pour occuper de vastes surfaces
dans le Péloponnése. Arrétons-nous un instant sur la culture de ce produit,
qui - selon la fameuse expression du Professeur Zolotas — a joué pour léco-
nomie grecque du XIX® grec un role équivalent a celui du café pour Iécono-
mie brésilienne. En effet, la production de raisin sec, dés la création de I'Etat
et jusquen 1888, était multipliée par dix, pour lensemble du pays. Etant
un produit exclusivement destiné a lexportation, dont diachroniquement le
marché principal était I'Angleterre, il a lié¢ [économie grecque au commerce
international et aux fluctuations du marché; cest sous ce prisme la que la
culture du raisin fleurissait quand la crise de phylloxera touche gravement la
France a partir des années 1860. En outre, la commercialisation du produit
a véhiculé dans les régions de production, des idées novatrices. Or, sa par-
ticipation a la transformation non seulement économique mais aussi idéo-
logique de la société grecque peut étre considérée comme particuliérement
appréciable.

La prépondérance du secteur rural dans Iéconomie grecque, se maintient
jusqu’a la fin de la période examinée. Ainsi, a la veille de la Premiere Guerre

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Mondiale, le secteur rural correspondait au 65% de la population grecque.
Cependant, le pays était obligé d’'importer 1/3 des céréales nécessaires. La
quasi monoculture de produits, tels que le raisin sec et plus tard le tabac?
Jles a soumis a des crises étendues, liées tant a leur commercialisation qu'aux
rendements par hectare insuffisants. D’autre part, la “faiblesse” — due surtout
aux rendements insuffisants par hectare, au pourcentage elevé des terres non
cultivées, et bien stir au manque d’innovation technique - de l'agriculture
grecque a été aggravée par la consolidation du statut de la grande propriété
fonciere, dans les nouvelles provinces du Nord du pays question qui sera exa-
minée dans les pages suivantes. Bien sur, ne peut-on encore parler dexode
rural, mais de 1900 a 1920, 402 000 Grecs ont quitté leurs régions natales,
cherchant un meilleur avenir, surtout aux Etats-Unis.” Bien que les défauts
du secteur rural grec - tels que le manque des capitaux et d’investissements
parmi d’autres facteurs — paraissent difficiles a éviter, il faut souligner la
multiplication par trois de la valeur de la production rurale, augmentation
révélée entre 1920 et 1923. On doit, pourtant, attribuer un caractere virtuel
a cette évolution du secteur rural, car la drachme a connu précisément une
importante dévaluation en 1922: son équivalence avec la livre sterling passée
de 34,33 drachmes en 1920, a 279,89 drachmes en 1922.

Parallelement a ces informations plus ou moins générales, les recense-
ments agricoles nous offrent une piste diftérente. Le recensement agricole de
1929 nous fournit des données qui sont comparables a celles du XIX¢siecle.
Ainsi, la Gréce maintient son caractére agricole, puisquen 1928, sur une po-
pulation totale de 6 204 684 habitants, 4 140 000 correspondent a la popula-
tion rurale; ce qui représente 67% de la population totale, tandis quen 1879
la population rurale sélevait a 82% de la population nationale.” En outre,
la population qui exercait une profession de nature agricole représentait, en

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1928, 61,10 % (soit 926 300 individus**) de la population active totale. En ce
qui concerne lextension des cultures, lensemble des terres cultivées ou culti-
vables sélevait & 35 456 200 stremmes, dont seuls 16 867 360 sont exploités
(tableau 1).

Les donnés de ce tableau montrent clairement que seule la moitié de la
superficie agricole est cultivée; or, selon X. Zolotas, pendant la période de

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nature montagneuse du territoire grec a aussi mis des obstacles a I'utilisation
des nouvelles terres. Néanmoins, il apparait que léquipement trés primitif des
agriculteurs, leur formation technique insuffisante, ainsi que le manque de
capitaux susmentionné, ont joué un réle primordial dans cette sous-exploita-
tion des superficies agricoles.”

A partir de ces observations, de caractere trés général, on constate que
durant le XIX¢ siecle, Iéconomie agricole en Gréce montre une image poly-
morphe; d'un coté, elle soriente vers la culture céréaliere qui traditionnelle-
ment est liée a 'autarcie de la famille agricole, mais qui peut aussi se rappor-
ter a la culture extensive thessalienne. D’un autre c6té, on a noté la tendance
— spécialement dans le Péloponnese ou la petite propriété agricole prédo-
mine — vers des produits commercialisés, qui introduisent ['économie rurale
dans les mécanismes du marché monétaire. Dans cette perspective, la per-
ception de [économie agraire grecque, en utilisant comme instrument d’ana-
lyse a bi-polarité transitionnel, autoconsommation et marché, et la rupture
imposée entre ces deux mécanismes économiques®, ne peut pas aboutir a
une analyse plus synthétique de I'agriculture grecque polymorphe. A un tel
schéma d’interprétation ne correspondent ni les formes multiples du sec-
teur agraire, ni lextension graduelle des terres cultivées, ni la demande per-
pétuelle des capitaux. D’'une part, la création du réseau ferroviaire, la crois-
sance énorme de la culture du raisin sec pendant les années soixante-dix®,
ainsi que la présence des usuriers, des négociants, et des intermédiaires au
sein de Iéconomie villageoise, et, d’autre part, la rareté de I'argent, la prépon-
dérance régionale des cultures céréalieres, les transactions bancaires tres li-
mitées, nous conduisent a penser que les deux types déconomie interferent.
Il s'agit bien sur d'un schéma commun dans les pays de la “périphérie” qui

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contrairement aux pays du Nord européen nont pas abouti a incorporer leur
secteur agricole dans le proceés d’industrialisation durant les dernieres décen-
nies du XIXe siécle.’® Ainsi, sest établi finalement le schéma multiforme de
lagriculture grecque. On verra en grandes lignes dans les pages suivantes
comment cette économie polyvalente extériorise sa demande en capitaux, et
comment son caractere multiple, se recoupe avec la question de la propriété
des terres, probleme qui ne cesse de préoccuper I'Etat grec, depuis sa création
et jusquen 1922. Ces deux instruments de recherche nous imposent, ainsi, de
considérer I'économie de la famille agricole en Gréce comme liée aux méca-
nismes du marché, malgré la subsistance des pratiques d’autoconsomma-
tion.”!

2. Le partage de la terre. Quelques aspects socioéconomiques

La question de la propriété agricole suit les faits historiques, tout en
constituant une préoccupation constante de I'Etat grec jusqu'a sa résolu-
tion, grosso modo, en 1922. Bien entendu, la question de la propriété des
terres ne reflete pas seulement les relations de I'Etat grec avec la superficie
du pays, mais elle incarne surtout les rapports existants entre les classes so-
ciales, leurs revendications, leur participation a la distribution de la produc-
tion.”” Une premiere période de la question agraire sétend de l'arrivée du
Gouverneur Capodistrias en Gréce (1828) a lannexion au territoire natio-
nal du département de la Thessalie et de la province d’Arta en 1881.% Cette
période se caractérise par la création de terres nationales, puisque tous les
domaines et les terres qui avant la Révolution de 1821 furent une propriété

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ottomane™, passent dorénavant au nouveau pouvoir récemment établi.*® En
ce qui concerne les rapports de la propriété de terres pendant la période ot-
tomane, on mentionne ici - d’ailleurs de fagon tres succincte — qu’il agissait
d’un systeme féodal, hérité de TEmpire Ottoman par ' Empire Byzantin. La
nue-propriété appartenait toujours au Sultan, mais des grands propriétaires
terriers (la grande et moyenne noblesse) ont obtenu l'acces a la terre, durant
la période de la prospérité de 'Empire, en guise d’honneur et en échange de
services militaires.*® Pendant la période de la décadence au XVIII® siecle, les
soi-disant “droit seigneuriaux” ont pris la forme des fiflik, dont la premiere
apparition remonte au XVII* siécle. Les cultivateurs de ces terres de proprié-
té ottomane étaient soumis a plusieurs taxes, dont la capitation et la dime?,
tandis que le statut des #¢iflik les obligeait a verser la moitié, voire le tiers de
l'usufruit au propriétaire foncier. Un aspect important de la grande propriété
durant la période ottomane est le fait que les cultivateurs étaient attachés a la
terre, considérés comme “associés’, le propriétaire nayant pas le droit de les
expulser: ceci se transformera au cours du XIX° siecle au fur et @ mesure que

La nostalgie du passé ottoman a ainsi “inspiré” les revendications paysannes
en Thessalie vers le début du XX¢ siecle.”

La création des terres nationales et la réforme de 1871

Pendant la guerre d’'Indépendance (1821-1828), 'Etat révolutionnaire, in-
carné par le Sénat du Péloponnése, récupéra les terres ottomanes, par un acte
connu comme lacte de Stémnitsa (30 mai 1821). Cette politique, enracinée
dans le pouvoir révolutionnaire, a été suivie par Ioannis Capodistrias, juste
apres son arrivée en Grece en 1828, interdisant ainsi la formation de grands
propriéts privés dans le territoire national. Hormis des terres nationales, I'Etat
possédait les biens-fonds, qui étaient également d’anciennes propriétés otto-
manes. Les cultivateurs des terres nationales, que Capodistrias définit comme
agriculteurs sans terre®, étaient obligés de payer de droits fonciers a la caisse
publique.*! Les droits fonciers étaient payés en nature, équivalents au départ
au 3/10° de la production. Sous un certain angle, 'Etat grec adoptait le role du
grand propriétaire foncier, a qui les prestations devraient étre versées: cette
fonction du pouvoir étatique fait émerger la question de savoir si ce modele
du développement rural a été lié¢ & 'absorption de l'agriculture par le capi-

talisme®, d’autant plus que les droits fonciers étaient versés a partir du sys-
téme de location des droits usufruitiers, par des particuliers, ou au contraire
si son versement doit étre considéré comme la consolidation anachronique
d’un systeme de production précapitaliste. La critique actuelle — du c6té néo-
institutionnaliste — prétend souvent que la prohibition de la grande propriété
fonciere privée juste apres la création de I'Etat a joué un roéle primordial en ce
qui concerne les défauts structuraux de Iéconomie grecque: I'argument se fo-
calise sur la productivité affaiblie des terres nationales, contrairement aux ex-
ploitations privées. D’autre part, les biens nationaux (lensemble des terres et
des fonds nationaux) constituaient une sorte de réserve pour le pouvoir grec.
Durant cette premiére période, I'Etat décide de leur liquidation en prenant
en considération les besoins du trésor public, procédure qui avait été lancée
pendant la période révolutionnaire.* Ils représentaient ainsi une recette irré-
guliére de I'Etat.**

Selon les éléments statistiques édités, durant la gouvernance de Capodis-
trias la superficie des terres nationales séleve a 6 000 000 stremmes® et les
propriétés privées correspondent a 4 082 249 stremmes.* Néanmoins, ces
chiffres ne constituent qu'un indice, car ils ont été reunis, en 1830, au moment
de la naissance de I'Etat, alors que le mécanisme administratif était incapable
deffectuer un recensement complet de la terre. Les rédacteurs eux-mémes de
ces éléments statistiques mettent en doute leur exactitude. On a plus de dé-
tailles par les tableaux statistiques de la Commission de Comptes du février
1830: selon ces chiffres, les terres nationales sélévent a 469 279 stremmes dans
la Grece Continentale et 1 242 052 dans le Péloponnese, tandis que les terres
privées correspondent a 372 295 et 535 445 respectivement.”” La Commission

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mentionna, elle aussi, I'incertitude sur ces donnés, a cause de I'impossibilité de
recension par rapport aux terres insulaires et aux terres privées dans la Gréce
Continentale et le Péloponnese.*® Pourtant, a partir de ces données on peut
conclure que les terres nationales représentaient & ce moment plus de la moi-
tié des terres cultivables, pourcentage qui progressivement se réduira.

En guise de comparaison, les statistiques agricoles dont nous disposons
pour 'année 1861, donnent un total de la superficie grecque cultivée, en ja-
chere ou cultivable, de 19 183 900 stremmes, y compris les terres nationales.*
Lélaboration des données de 1830 montre que la partie la plus étendue des
terres nationales se trouve dans le Péloponnése, et concerne des terres non
irriguées. Une nouvelle mise a jour en 1868, vérifie cette observation, tandis
que désormais les 6 000 000 stremmes de terres nationales ne représentent
que le tiers de la superficie cultivée ou cultivable en Gréce.”® Cette méme an-
née (1868), le nombre estimé des agriculteurs qui exploitent les terres natio-
nales varie entre la moitié et le tiers de la population agricole globale.*

En effet, Capodistrias a eu I'intension de distribuer les terres nationales a
leurs cultivateurs et dans ce but a pu constituer le recueil des données rela-
tives en 1830: dans le document destiné au Sénat, Capodistrias déclara que
les Constitutions révolutionnaires grecques ont procuré le droit de vote a
tous les citoyens grecs, sans aucune précondition concernant la propriété.
Néanmoins, selon lui, la situation a changé depuis la formation de I'Etat.
Ainsi, il trouve nécessaire que le droit de vote soit connecté a la propriété, en
méme temps que tous les Grecs auraient dii devenir propriétaires. Dans ce
but — assez radical pour Iépoque comme d’ailleurs les déterminations consti-
tutionnelles de la Révolution -, il opte pour le partage des terres nationales
entre les cultivateurs sans terre, ce qui garantira le suffrage universel, et il
demande la ratification de ces mesures par le Sénat.”> On peut mettre en rap-
port ce projet de distribuer les terres nationales a leurs cultivateurs avec I'in-

Ces projets ont été, pourtant, suspendus par l'assassinat de Capodistrias en
octobre 1831.

Une procédure législative, qui a eu lieu entre 1835 et 1870, montre que la
volonté de I'Etat grec durant la Régence et la royauté d’Othon était également
de partager les terres nationales entre les agriculteurs sans terre et les petits
propriétaires, sans pour autant suivre les principes de Capodistrias concer-
nant leur répartition généralisée. Ainsi, pendant cette période, une quantité
de terres nationales a été répartie de la fagon suivante: selon le décret royal du
26-5-1835 sur la dotation des grecs, 105 836 stremmes ont été distribués. Selon
la loi, datant du 1-1-1838, sur la dotation des phalangistes, 163 608 stremmes.
Selon la loi, datant du 5-4-1843, sur la conversion du salaire des officiers, 1 693
stremmes. Selon la loi, datant du 12-7-1843, sur la dotation des orphelins et des
veuves, 9 618 stremmes. Cette procédure législative a réalisé le partage dune
totalité de 280 755 stremmes de terres nationales.* D’autre part, la promesse
d’une réforme agraire était un instrument politique de la monarchie, qui a visé
a stabiliser son pouvoir via le consensus de la classe rurale.”® En outre, l'avis
favorable de I'Etat, en vue de 'accomplissement de ce partage, était également
inscrit dans les dispositions de la Constitution de 1864.>

En profitant précisément de cette disposition, le premier ministre libéral
Alexandros Koumoundouros®, et son ministre des finances E. Sotiropolos,

de [époque. Ainsi, comme le constate parmi autres K. Karavidas, la création
de la petite propriété agricole était dans le cas de la Gréce, comme dans len-
semble des économies capitalistes, 'issue de I'idéologie libérale.® Selon la loi
promulguée par Koumoundouros, la totalité des terres nationales devaient
étre partagée. Tous les citoyens grecs — qui navaient pas profité des lois anté-
rieures —, les veuves et les orphelins, étaient invités a prendre part au partage
de ces terres. Les quotes-parts étaient accordées par I'Etat, accompagnées de
leurs titres de propriété. Néanmoins, une hypotheque y était inscrite, jusqu’a
lacquittement de leur valeur par les nouveaux propriétaires, versement qui a
été échelonné sur une période de 26 ans et avec un taux favorable de 2%. La
loi YLA" impose une limite maximum, fixée a 40 stremmes (soit 4 hectares)
de terres irriguées ou 80 stremmes de terres non irriguées, quun seul pro-
priétaire peut acheter.® Ainsi, I'Etat prévoit de préserver les droits des pay-
sans (toujours en difficulté financiére) face aux aspirations des fonctionnaires
et des négociants locaux. Comme on peut le supposer facilement, ces couches
bourgeoises ont contourné la restriction, en achetant des terres sur de fausses
déclarations ou par la médiation des paysans. Malgré les compromis, le sta-
tut de la petite propriété reste intouchable, puisque méme dans les régions

Il semble que cette lenteur sexplique non seulement par les
empéchements bureaucratiques, mais aussi par le rythme de la demande, lui
aussi tres retardé; les propositions d’achat se font encore en grand nombre,
dix a trente ans apres la 10i.** Le bilan final de cette procédure, est la distri-
bution de 2 650 000 stremmes en 357 217 parts, tandis que le cott de la terre
distribuée séléve a 90 000 000 drachmes de Iépoque.** Etant donné que la
population agricole en 1879 ne dépasse pas les 254 000 familles®, on peut
supposer, que tous les agriculteurs de I'ancien royaume sont devenus proprié-
taires. Ainsi, a travers une décision réglementaire qui se référe a la superficie
globale des terres nationales, cultivées ou cultivables, le probleme qui a bou-
leversé la société grecque, pendant un bon demi-siecle, est réglé. Ce-ci a eu
des importantes conséquences sur les rapports de la propriété vu que le sta-
tut de la petite propriété fonciere a été définitivement stabilisé dans I'’Ancien
Royaume, étant comme on I'a déja dit fruit de I'idéologie libérale.*® Néan-

3. Grande propriété fonciére, échange de populations et réforme agraire

Lannexion de la Thessalie a I'ancien royaume en 1881, provoque une
nouvelle apparition de la question agraire. En Thessalie, parmi les 2 666 000
stremmes des terres cultivées ou cultivables, 2 000 000 de stremmes appar-
tenaient aux 400 propriétaires fonciers, qui employaient 12 000 chefs de fa-
milles agricoles. A l'opposé, le nombre de petites exploitations agricoles, cor-
respondant a 660 000 stremmes de terre, regroupaient 10 000 familles.®® A
premiére vue, on constate, d'une part le morcellement de la petite propriété
agricole, et d’autre part, la concentration de la terre en un nombre tres limité
de grandes exploitations. Il s'agit de grands domaines, cultivés par des colons
dont la situation économique est critique. Justement, parmi les 658 villages

villages de colons, appartenant aux grands domaines agricoles (t¢iflik).?

Bien que la grande propriété fonciére en Thessalie ait existé pendant loc-
cupation ottomane, il faut préciser que la question agraire a plutdt ses ori-
gines dans les conditions sociales, dont le développement a été provoqué
par l'annexion de la région a la Grece. Ainsi, les grands domaines, vendus
par leurs anciens propriétaires ottomans, sont achetés par hommes d’affaires
grecs, qui faisaient partie des communautés grecques de la Diaspora. Les
grandes propriétés de Thessalie ont été alors formées pendant une période
limitée, entre 1878 et 1881. Les actes diplomatiques concernant I'annexion
de la Thessalie, qui sont ratifiés a la méme époque, interdisent a I'Etat grec
de nationaliser les ex-propriétés ottomanes, en donnant ainsi le droit a leurs
propriétaires de les vendre au marché boursier de Constantinople.” Il sest
alors créé un systeme de production agricole, basé sur la culture extensive
de céréales, surtout du blé. Leurs cultivateurs étaient obligés de verser les
droits fonciers aux propriétaires de la terre’' et la taxe des animaux de trait a
I'Etat. Il semble que cette nouvelle taxe ait remplacé les droits fonciers accor-
dés auparavant a I'Etat par les cultivateurs des terres nationales. Le cas de la
Thessalie évoque lapplication des rapports précapitalistes, établis au niveau
régional par une minorité de grands propriétaires, a la place d’ailleurs du
droit ottoman, lequel n'acceptait pas la notion de «propriété fonciére» mais
celle de «possession des terres».”> On doit noter, pourtant, qu'un certain cou-

Malgré quelques projets marquants du gouvernement de Déligiannis
a la fin du siécle, malgré aussi des efforts redoublés comme l'achat et la dis-
tribution par IEtat, en vue de la colonisation intérieure, de 1907 a 1914, de
1 058 700 stremmes de terres arables’®, la dimension sociale de la question
agraire sest considérablement consolidée avec l'arrivée du XX¢ siecle. Ainsi,
Ch. Evélpidis estime le nombre des grandes propriétés foncieres, juste avant
la réforme agraire, a 2 259 domaines qui couvrent la moitié de Iétendue culti-
vée ou cultivable.”” La demande du partage de la terre a ses cultivateurs est
adoptée par les hommes politiques du milieu libéral. Ils percoivent la grande
propriété fonciere comme un facteur destructif et comme un obstacle vis-a-
vis du passage a une économie agricole monétaire. Surtout, le social-démo-
crate Al. Papanastasiou a contribué a ce que la question agraire soit reconnue
comme lexigence sociopolitique la plus importante.** Dés 1911, lors des dé-
bats parlementaires relatifs a la révision de la Constitution, il est reconnu que
la seule solution radicale de la question agraire grecque soit lexpropriation
forcée et le partage des grands domaines entre les cultivateurs. Finalement,

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cest la Grande Guerre et la crise sociale qui la suit qui vont mettre le point
final a la question agraire grecque.

Les premieres mesures législatives par rapport au partage de la grande pro-
priété fonciére sont datées de mai 1917, et elles sont appliquées par le gouver-
nement provisoire libéral, dont le siége se trouvait a Salonique. Il s'agit de cinq
décrets-lois, promulgués le 2 mai 1917, qui prescrivent lexpropriation forcée
des grands domaines agricoles privés et la concession des domaines de I'Etat
aux cultivateurs pour former des petites propriétés.®' La loi de décembre 1917%,
qui étend a tout le territoire national les principes de cette législation agraire
promulguée par le gouvernement provisoire, soumet au partage tout domaine
dont létendue dépasse les 100 hectares.® Une telle politique agraire est provo-
quée par la pression économique, liée aux effets de la Premiére Guerre mon-
diale, mais aussi par I'affaiblissement démographique de la campagne grecque,
due d’une part au vaste mouvement d'immigration surtout vers les Etats-Unis,
et d’autre part a | éclosion de lexode rural.* En outre, cette politique s'integre
dans le cadre des réformes agraires réalisées pendant la méme période par les
autres Etats balkaniques, héritiers, d’ailleurs, de 'Empire Ottoman.®* Néan-
moins, les changements politiques et la conjoncture de la Guerre, qui pour la
Grece sest prolongée jusquenl1922, ont retardé I'application de la législation
agraire par rapport au partage de la terre. Ainsi, de 1917 a 1922 nont été expro-
priés que 75 grands domaines.

Un nouveau facteur s'avere fondamental; cest [échange volontaire et puis
ce forcé des populations de I'’Asie Mineure, qui modifie les données du pro-
bleme. Léchange des populations inaugure la troisiétme période de la ques-
tion agraire, qui aboutira au dénouement final. Les actes de Neuilly (1919),

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concernant léchange volontaire entre la Grece et la Bulgarie, et de Lausanne
(1924) provoquent un bouleversement démographique des populations de
la Macédoine et de la Thrace. Il sagit de Iéchange des minorités ethniques,
constitué d'un coté par lexode des musulmans, vers la Bulgarie et surtout
la Turquie, et de l'autre, par l'arrivée en Grece des réfugiés chrétiens dont le
nombre total séleve a 1 500 000 individus environ.* Létablissement de ce
nombre important de réfugiés, dont une grande partie était dorigine rurale,
nécessita I'intervention du gouvernement grec, avec l'aide des capitaux in-
ternationaux. Ainsi, les réfugiés se sont installés dans les villes comme a la
campagne®’; la colonisation intérieure des réfugiés a la campagne, provoqua
l'achevement de la réforme agraire. LEtat critique de la Grece, qui, pour réta-
blir les nouveaux-venus, devait exploiter toutes ces forces productives, préci-
pita la procédure du partage de la terre. Cette opération sest achevée durant
les années trente. La réforme agraire englobe ainsi deux catégories de popula-
tion rurale: les paysans autochtones sans terre, qui cultivaient auparavant les
grandes propriétés foncieres, et les réfugiés rétablis a la campagne.

On doit noter ici, que le rétablissement, rural ou urbain, de la population
échangée, a été administré par I'Office Autonome pour I'Etablissement des ré-
tugiés [Epitropi Apokatastaséos Prosfygon], qui a fonctionné de 1923 a 1930. En
février 1923, le gouvernement grec a fait appel a des capitaux internationaux,
avec pour objectif la réinsertion des réfugiés. Apres lenquéte sur place de Fr.
Nansen, la Société des Nations a décidé d’accorder un emprunt a I'Etat grec et
de créer l'international Office Autonome pour I'Etablissement, quelle a soumis
au controle de SDN. Cet emprunt de Iétablissement de réfugiés fut émis avec
succes en décembre 1924 a Londres, a New York et a Athénes. Ainsi, le gouver-
nement a confié a 'Office Autonome la gestion et la disposition de 10 467 419
livres sterling®, une somme qui constitue le revenu net de cet emprunt inter-

national, dit emprunt des réfugiés et contracté en 1924, dont la valeur nomi-
nale sélevait a 12 300 000 livres sterling. Cet emprunt était amortissable en
40 ans, tandis que son taux démission fut déterminé a 88% pour le public et
81% pour IEtat. Dans ces conditions, le taux d'intérét réel sélevait a 8,64%.%

En outre, les biens, urbains ou ruraux, des musulmans qui ont quitté la Gréce
sont passés a 'administration de la Banque Nationale, selon la convention du 5
mai 1925 sur ladministration des biens en Greéce des musulmans échangés.”® Sur
la base de cette convention, la Banque a regu au total 56 695 propriétés, dont
19 293 rurales, environ.”* Mis a part ces fonds, 2 240 019 408 drachmes ont été
également utilisées pour Iétablissement des réfugiés. Ceux-ci provenaient direc-
tement du budget de 'Etat grec.”” Selon les chiffres mentionnés par Emmanuel
Tsoudéros, la totalité des dépenses, de I'Etat grec et des autres pays, pour Iéta-
blissement — urbain ou rural - des réfugiés séleve a 27 297 014 livres sterling.
Le méme auteur nous donne également des chiffres précis sur Iétablissement
rural; ainsi, 932 675 000 drachmes ont été dépensées pour l'approvisionne-
ment, 821 229 194 drachmes pour le logement, 65 095 372 drachmes pour les
travaux publics, et 36 674 000 drachmes comme préts de culture et profession-
nels. Se sont établis a la campagne 147 215 familles de refugiés, dont 76% étaient
des producteurs de blé, 14% de tabac, 3% de vignobles.”” Les dettes des réfugiés
colonisés, issus de cette vaste opération, auraient du étre versées a la Banque
Nationale, et plus tard a la Banque Agricole, comme nous lexpliquerons ensuite.

Labandon des terres en Macédoine et en Thrace par leurs anciens pro-
priétaires ottomans a facilité Iétablissement rural des réfugiés. De méme que

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cette démarche a accéléré I'accession a la propriété pour les agriculteurs au-
tochtones dépourvus de terre. Ainsi, de 1923 a 1931, lexpropriation des terres
sest effectuée rapidement; on compte 1 455 grands domaines expropriés, au
cours de cette période (tableau 2). La législation de la période 1923-1926 a
facilité les conditions de l'expropriation®, tandis que I'étendue des domaines
soumis a lexpropriation a été fixée a 10 hectares pour la Thessalie, la Macé-
doine, I’Epire et la Thrace, et a 30 hectares pour la Gréce ancienne (200 hec-
tares dans le cas ou le propriétaire se chargerait lui-méme lexploitation du
domaine).” Ainsi, la réforme agraire sest opérée a deux niveaux: le partage
des grandes propriétés expropriées entre les cultivateurs autochtones sans
terres, effectué par I'Etat a travers les Commissions d’Expropriations” et le
transfert aux réfugiés des terres abandonnées par les anciens propriétaires
ottomans, effectué par 'Office Autonome pour I'Etablissement des réfugiés.

D’apres les données dont on dispose, en 1932 est accompli par I'Etat grec
le partage définitif de 5 407 000 stremmes (soit 540 700 hectares), compre-

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nant des terres cultivées ou cultivables et des paturages, attribués aux agricul-
teurs sans terres, et de 4 110 000 stremmes (soit 411 000 héctares), de qualité
identique, distribués aux réfugiés.”” Cette méme année, sest opéré le partage,
a titre provisoire, du reste des grands domaines expropriés, ainsi que le reste
des terres cédées a 'Office Autonome. En fait, en totalité ont été partagés en-
viron 7 600 000 stremmes aux autochtones et 8 400 000 stremmes aux réfu-
giés® (tableau 3-diagramme 1). En général, la réforme agraire a réparti une
totalité de 16 000 000 stremmes (soit 1 600 000 hectares), ce qui correspond
a 41% de la superficie agricole de la Grece.”” Néanmoins, on doit remarquer
que 40% de ces 16 000 000 stremmes représentent des paturages ou des terres
non irriguées. En outre, la réforme a installé 114 491 familles agricoles au-
tochtones, dépourvues de terre, qui se trouvaient surtout dans les régions
récemment rattachées au territoire grec.'® Létablissement rural des réfugiés
concerne 143 591 familles.'"!

Selon Chrissos Evélpidis, les agriculteurs, autochtones ou réfugiés, établis
par la réforme agraire correspondent a 40% de la population rurale globale
du pays.'” On peut, ainsi, supposer que la réforme agraire a attribué envi-
ron 40% des terres cultivées ou cultivables a 40% de la population rurale; cela
a eu pour conséquence bien évidemment le morcellement de la propriété

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agricole, mais en méme temps on peut remarquer la montée - au sein des
nouvelles régions — d’une nouvelle propriété, petite et égalitaire. Cette vaste
opération a été effectuée, avec le support des institutions internationales telles
que la SDN, par I'Etat, qui a ainsi adopté non seulement un role interven-
tionniste mais également un role de créateur des nouvelles structures écono-
miques.'”

[énorme effort de I'Etat grec, pour établir autant les agriculteurs sans terre
que les réfugiés, a fixé définitivement la petite exploitation comme le type
prédominant de la propriété agricole; Iévolution de la productivité agricole
compte parmi les objectifs du partage de la terre'™, car une tentative avait été
fait de remplacer la culture extensive par la culture intensive. Celle-ci était sur-
tout basée sur 'augmentation progressive des rendements a I'hectare et sur le
détournement vers les produits commercialement rentables. Selon Alivizatos,
un des résultats positifs de la réforme était 'abandon dans les provinces récem-
ment annexées au territoire grec dune économie agricole reposant unique-
ment sur la monoculture des céréales, et une nouvelle orientation des exploita-
tions récemment créées vers la culture de plantes industrielles, comme celle du
tabac. La population établie, en visant & remplacer le manque de terres de leur
exploitation par la culture intensive, sest donc tournée vers la culture des pro-
duits d'une grande valeur commerciale tout en conservant la culture des pro-
duits d’autoconsommation. De plus, elle permettait lemploi étendu de la main
dceuvre disponible pendant toute lannée.'® Ainsi, la culture du tabac a proli-
féré en Macédoine et en Thrace, tandis quelle stagnait dans la reste de la Gréce.

Ces constatations sont aussi confirmées par les statistiques de la SDN, pu-
bliées périodiquement dans les rapports de I'Office Autonome pour IEtablis-
sement des Réfugiés. Selon ses données, vers la fin des années vingt la super-
ficie cultivée s'augmente, cette augmentation favorisant surtout la culture du
blé et du tabac (tableau 4).'% Il est d’ailleurs évident que les chiffres juxtapo-

sés correspondent aux terres cédées a I'Office Autonome.
pour ces régions une tension bilatérale: d'une part, la culture du blé qui vise au
marché intérieur, et d’autre part la culture du tabac qui favorise la commercia-
lisation de la production. Notamment en Macédoine on constate une augmen-
tation des surfaces exploitées, variant de 15% a 20%.'% Cette procédure aurait
dti se connecter avec la stabilisation du statut de la petite propriété qui devrait
produire des articles pour 'autoconsommation mais aussi sorienter vers les
marchés extérieurs pour survivre: ce nest donc pas par hasard que, en ce qui
concerne le tabac, la moitié de sa production totale provient des réfugiés, selon
les estimations de la SDN.'*”

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A Tinverse de ce point de vue optimiste, des estimations contradictoires
attribuent a la réforme agraire certains aspects négatifs de l'économie agricole
grecque, comme principalement le morcellement de la terre, qui a eu pour
conséquence la diminution des rendements a I'hectare.® Cependant, comme
on l'a déja insinué, il nexiste probablement pas de corrélation directe entre
la grande propriété fonciere et [économie capitaliste. En outre, les grands
domaines en Greéce nétaient exploités que rarement par leurs propriétaires,
ceux-ci habitant en leur majorité dans les villes; chaque colon occupait un
lopin de terre, qui ne dépassait pas les limites d'une exploitation minuscule,
systéme de culture toujours le plus répandu en Grece', sans avoir, pourtant,
les avantages de la propriété de la terre. Enfin, il faut ajouter I'analyse plus
neutre ¢’ Em. Tsoudéros qui, d'une part, admet la mauvaise administration de
la grande propriété comme une des causes du sous-développement agricole
en Macédoine et en Thrace, et d’autre part remarque que le morcellement
de la terre dans le reste de la Grece y a contribué dans une large mesure.'"

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des terres cultivées'”” durant lentre-deux-guerres avec les résultats de la ré-
forme agraire; néanmoins cette derniere est de facto per¢u comme un facteur
primordial du changement rural et cétait de cette maniére qu’il était congu
par leur initiateurs.

Dans une perspective différente, comme on I'a déja montré, lextension
des terres cultivées en Macédoine et en Thrace a été connectée avec létablis-
sement rural des réfugiés, tandis que la réforme a peuplé les régions de la
Greéce du Nord (dont la population était auparavant clairsemée), d'une po-
pulation homogene; le partage des terres aux réfugiés renferme, également,
la notion de leur identification au pays d’accueil, et la création d’'une identité
nationale.''® D’autre part, le lien entre I'agriculteur et la terre qu’il cultive, et
le sentiment de propriété qu’il engendre, ont créé une certaine mentalité qui
rapproche le monde de la campagne des structures du marché."” D’ailleurs,
Iintégration de l'agriculteur & une économie monétaire est plus facile a tra-
vers lendettement. Les agriculteurs établis étaient endettés premiérement a la
Banque Nationale - laquelle a aussi pris en charge les dettes provoquées par
¢tablissement urbain des réfugiés —, par des préts, garantis par I'Etat, et qui

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correspondaient a la valeur de la terre distribuée''® et a la valeur des approvi-
sionnements accordés. La fondation de la Banque Agricole de Grece en 1929
peut étre ainsi connectée a la dissolution de 'Office Autonome pour I'Etablis-
sement des Réfugiés en 1930 et a la prise en charge par la nouvelle banque
des dettes que la colonisation - urbaine et rurale — des réfugiés a provoquées.
Ainsi, la dette globale par la colonisation rurale des réfugiés séleva en 1930 a
environ 18 millions sterling,'"” dont la Banque Agricole apris en charge l'ac-
quittement de 13 millions.'®

En outre, I'agriculteur a eu dorénavant la possibilité d’accéder plus faci-
lement au marché des préts, voyant sa solvabilité améliorée grace a son sta-
tut de propriétaire. Du c6té de la Banque Agricole, ceci représente aussi une
sécurité pour ses placements. Donc, on peut noter qu’a travers les structures
du partage de la terre, se manifeste un effort pour la rationalisation et le dé-
veloppement de lagriculture, effort qui enveloppe aussi la diffusion du crédit
agricole et la prolifération du mouvement coopératif.'*!

On vient de remarquer que pendant une période de cinquante ans envi-
ron (de 1871 a 1923), deux réformes agraires ont été réalisées en Grece, avec
lappui de I'Etat. Tout en étant une réponse aux revendications sociales, ces
réformes nétaient pas le résultat d'un conflit violent au sein de la société
grecque mais plutdt les fruits dune demande généralisée par rapport a la
distribution de la terre selon une fagon plus ou moins égalitaire. En tout cas,

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durant les années 1920 la question agraire grecque a été globalement régula-
risée, étant donné pour les iles Ioniennes ait été aussi appliquée une législa-
tion qui abolissait définitivement tous les droits seigneuriaux'*: dans les iles
Ioniennes — sous domination vénitien dans leur majorité jusquaux guerres
napoléoniennes - le type de propriété agricole était les rapports féodaux oc-
cidentaux, lesquels ont été partiellement abolis apres lannexion des iles a la
Greéce en 1864.'% Selon les lois de 1924 et 1925, tous les cultivateurs ioniens
ont devenus propriétaires.

Labolition du rdle de I'Etat comme le propriétaire unique des terres natio-
nales a travers la premiere réforme (1871), ainsi que [¢élimination des grands
domaines (par la réforme de 1917), ont définitivement consolidé la petite
propriété, qui aurait da trouver sa place dans le cadre de Iéconomie moné-
taire, en Sappuyant sur le crédit agricole et sur une politique agraire doré-
navant plus interventionniste. En outre, la version occidentale du développe-
ment rural reposait sur une classe agricole nombreuse, devenue propriétaire
de la terre quelle cultivait'*; cest précisément I'axe de la politique de I'Etat
grec, qui a priori vise a la modernisation de Iéconomie agricole, en la trans-
plantant a la campagne a travers la réforme.

Bien que les réformes grecques, comme dailleurs chaque réforme agraire',
aient mis en jeu des intéréts économiques considérables, bien quelles aient mis
en mouvement des forces économiques et politiques, elles nont pas transformé
les mécanismes de Iéconomie: le transfert de la terre par les grands proprié-
taires fonciers aux paysans sans terre et aux réfugiés, signifie que les cultures
extensives nétaient plus compatibles avec lentourage économique et social'*,
étant donné que la petite propriété agricole est basée sur la culture intensive

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et la commercialisation de la production. En méme temps, comme on l'a déja
mentionné, la famille agricole tend a I'autosuffisance ce qui est évidement li¢
a la culture du blé et en général des céréales: dans le cadre de cet équilibre

¢économie de la famille agricole, larrivé de la crise agraire en Gréce a partir
de lannée 1930 et surtout en 1931, a diversifié les cultures vu que d'un part les
marchés extérieurs des produits commercialisés ont été rétrécis et d’autre part
la politique agraire centrale a été diversifiée avec parmi ses objectifs principaux
lautarcie du pays en produits agricoles. Il est a noter que durant la période de
la dictature métaxienne (1936-1940), cet objectif se focalise sur l'autarcie du
pays en blé, le produit étant considéré comme nécessaire pour la survie de la
Nation.

Lagencement nouveau de lespace politique dés 1909, plutdt quune position
défavorable a la classe conservatrice des grands propriétaires fonciers, a envi-
sagé une agriculture productive et harmonisée aux intéréts du marché. Il s'agit
d'une politique de modernisation, suivie dans un premier temps par le gouver-
nement libéral de E. Vénizelos (durant son mandat de 1928 a 1932) qui a per¢u
la protection de l'agriculture comme un moyen détablir le consensus social. La
dépression internationale a modifié cette politique vers la tendance a l'autar-
cie du pays et I'intervention energique de I'Etat sur lorganisation des différents
secteurs de Iéconomie nationale y compris 'agriculture.'?’

4. Vers la syntheése: aspects politiques de I'Etat de I'entre-deux-guerres

On a examiné brievement le contexte organisationnel des réformes
agraires grecques, effectuées a des périodes différentes et alors liées a des
conjonctures historiques diverses. Néanmoins, par la périodisation de la pre-
mieére réforme de 1871 il est clair que I'introduction du libéralisme politique
en Grece a poussé vers la consolidation de la petite propriété agricole comme

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noyau principal du secteur rural. Durant le XIX¢ siécle, ce processus a été mis
en place notamment dans les régions péloponnésiennes et il a été accompa-
gné par les premiers efforts institutionnels concernant la diffusion du crédit
agricole. Pourtant, leffort de monétarisation du secteur agricole n’a pas pris
une forme réelle, vu que la Banque Nationale nexercait que le crédit foncier,
et en tout cas n’y avait employé que de sommes assez limitées.' La popu-
lation paysanne a été, donc, constamment soumise au contrdle des réseaux
usuriers. En méme temps, l'inactivité dans le domaine du crédit agricole a
renforcé le monopole de la Banque Nationale au sein du systéme bancaire
grec.

On a déja remarqué que vers le début du XX siecle, la structure sociale en
Grece change, avec l'apparition de nouveaux sujets sociaux. Dans ce contexte,
les droits de propriété de la terre, cultivée ou cultivable, prennent un nouveau
contenu, étant donné que l'annexion de Thessalie — ol dominait la grande
propriété fonciére — a eu comme conséquence l'incorporation dans la popula-
tion rurale grecque d'une couche de paysans sans terre. En méme temps, des le
début du XXe siecle les nouvelles élites bourgeoises ont commencé a jouer un
role important dans la scéne politique grecque. Ces nouveaux acteurs se sont
apercus que le secteur rural pouvait également s'incorporer dans le cadre de
[économie urbaine, dans le but d’instaurer une sorte d’alliance entre la nouvelle
bourgeoisie et la population de la campagne. Le changement de la structure
sociale sest manifesté en 1909 lors du mouvement civil de Goudi. Il s'agit d'un
mouvement de protestation sans violence, ou 'armée a joué un role prépondé-
rant. Selon certains historiens de lentre-deux-guerres, aprés le mouvement de
Goudi la classe bourgeoise - qui prédominait déja dans [économie nationale —
a également obtenu le pouvoir politique. Dorigine bourgeoise, ce mouvement
a été soutenu par les unions et les associations rurales ainsi que par les couches
ouvrieres. Parmi les résultats de ce mouvement, on doit considérer [émergence
d’une vague de protestation rurale et ouvriere ainsi que la cristallisation des
questions et des revendications sociales.'?” Rappelons ici la révolte de Kileler en

Du coté technocratique, au début du XXe siecle il était clair qu'une al-
liance entre la bourgeoisie et la population rurale ne pouvait étre établie
sans la monétarisation du secteur rural et la formation d'un mouvement
des coopératives agricoles viables. Pourtant, les efforts du social-démocrate
Alexandre Papanastasiou allant dans ce sens sont restés inachevés.’*® Le libé-
ral Eleftherios Venizélos, exercant les fonctions de premier ministre périodi-
quement durant la décennie des années 1920 (et jusquen 1932) a créé des
mécanismes d’incorporation de I'agriculture a Iéconomie nationale, tels que
les coopératives agricoles et la diffusion du crédit agricole, un schéma pour-
tant trés centralisé. Selon le discours politique de Venizélos, la condition in-
contournable pour le maintien de la paix sociale en Gréce était 'appui offert
a la classe agricole par le pouvoir politique central.

Ainsi, dans le secteur agricole étaient créés des réseaux techniques qui
avaient en méme temps une apparence sociale.”®! Parmi eux on peut comp-
ter les réseaux bancaires — et surtout celui de la Banque Agricole - et les ré-
seaux de coopératives agricoles'*: cette organisation institutionnelle a eu
aussi une apparence technocratique a la quelle on peut intégrer Iéducation
supérieure des agronomes et leur activité comme initiateurs des innovations
techniques a la campagne de lentre-deux-guerres.'”® La protection de I'agri-
culture a aussi encouragé l'articulation parmi les organismes étatiques visant

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a implanter a l'intérieur du monde rural les modernes méthodes de culture.
Cette protection globale du secteur agricole grec peut étre observée et ana-
lysée a l'intérieur des politiques de I'Etat réformateur de l'entre-deux-guerres,
une politique qui se diversifierait plus tard, sous I'influence de la dépression
internationale, vers une intervention étatique beaucoup plus solide.”** Ces
politiques légérement protectionnistes visaient a aider la stabilisation du ré-
gime social et a renforcer la République Grecque. La mise en valeur du sec-
teur rural a aussi été intégrée dans la réalisation de la réforme agraire durant
les années 1920: non seulement parce que les couches agraires auraient di
consolider définitivement le caractére de la petite propriété — cette derniere
étant orientée vers les cultures commercialisées et politiquement liée au Partie
Libéral -, mais aussi parce que la nouvelle conjoncture historique a ouvert la
voie a des nouvelles revendications sociales. Lincorporation de la Macédoine
d’Egée et de la Thrace de I'Ouest en Gréce durant les guerres balkaniques
avait eu comme conséquence l'aggravation de la question agraire puisque la
aussi (surtout en Macédoine) dominait la grande propriété fonciere. En outre,
le probleme de l'intégration des réfugiés grecs avait rendu nécessaire la mise
en place des mécanismes de la réforme agraire. On remarque alors qu'un pro-
cessus politique a ainsi été accéléré, grace a la conjoncture de lentre-deux-
guerres. La République a simultanément créé les mécanismes de monéta-
risation de la petite propriété agricole, issue de la réforme agraire, un effort
résultant surtout a la création de la Banque Agricole a caractere étatique en
1929. Cette structure bancaire a été directement liée au coopératisme agricole;
cest elle qui a été chargée par sa loi fondatrice du controle des coopératives
rurales. Le changement alors du secteur rural a été mis en place a travers l'in-
tervention étatique. D’autre part, cette politique d’intégration a tenté d’affai-
blir I'influence du parti communiste grec dans la campagne, influence pro-
bablement accrue sous I'impact de la crise économique internationale. I faut
ajouter ici — a titre indicatif — que la gauche non communiste a expérimenté
aussi le rapprochement idéologique avec les agriculteurs: le parti ouvrier et

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rural présidé par Aléxandros Papanastasiou et le parti rural’*® ont représenté
deux exemples éloquents.

La dictature royaliste, imposée en aotit 1936 par Ioannis Métaxas, a conso-
lidé le schéma centralisé de gestion, pour ce qui concerne l'agriculture, toute-
fois revétu d’'une solide apparence populiste philoagraire. Vers la fin de la dé-
cennie 1930 ce schéma a fait faillite, a cause — parmi d’autres parametres — du
surendettement global du secteur agricole, y compris celui des coopératives
agricoles.”*® Malgré le fait que la dépendance de léconomie agricole grecque
du secteur bancaire est évidente, on ne peut pas expliquer Iéchec de la poli-
tique rurale de lentre-deux-guerres seulement de ce point de vue. Sans doute
les mécanismes bancaires ne sont pas autonomes par rapport au marché. D’'une
part, la crise économique internationale a renforcé le controéle central exercé
sur lespace rural'’, en intensifiant par conséquent les inégalités économiques
et sociales dans les campagnes. D’autre part, l'antagonisme entre les partis ré-
publicains, par rapport a leur influence sur lespace rural, n’a pas permis l'auto-
gestion politique de la population agricole.”*® Néanmoins, sous ce prisme-la, on
doit aussi souligner le fait quen Gréce le mouvement ouvrier de lentre-deux-
guerres est directement lié a lespace et a [économie agricoles, dont il est par
ailleurs issu et ot il est né.

Prenant en considération les paramétres mentionnés, on remarquera
que la politique réformatrice de I'Etat grec de lentre-deux-guerres — avec
une action s'appuyant sur la relation multilatérale existante entre la réforme
agraire, la diffusion du crédit agricole et le développement du coopératisme
agricole — a échoué dans son objectif de créer un marché national équilibré
et de conduire a I'incorporation sociale de I'agriculture. Une preuve visible
de cet échec est le déclenchement de la guerre civile grecque, quelque temps
apres la défaite des Nazis. La guerre civile sest répandue dans les campagnes

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grecques, presque lensemble de la population rurale y était engagé, d'un coté
ou de l'autre', sans pour autant que ceci signifie qu’il s'agissait d'une guerre
agraire.

Pourtant, la politique agraire réformatrice de lentre-deux-guerres a créé,
sous légide étatique, des institutions importantes visant a la protection de
Iéconomie rurale. Il s'agit d’infrastructures qui ont été défaites a partir des
années 1990, ce qui sest manifestement répercuté par 'abandon de Iécono-
mie rurale. Bien que les réformes antérieures aient relié droit de propriété et
droit dexploitation de la terre, ces derniéres années on assiste, dans le cadre
de la nouvelle PAC, a une récente rupture, en Greéce, entre les deux entites.

Durant déja les années 1950, les acteurs politiques majeurs — malgré les
désaccords de certains sociaux-démocrates de époque, tels que Kyriakos
Varvaresos' — ont opté pour une économie de la revente, ayant gonflé le
domaine des services. D’autre part, la destruction du secteur rural et lexode
rurale vers 'Europe de 'Ouest durant les années 1960 et 1970, ont été des
piéces maitresses pour la mise en place du modele de développement écono-
mique adopté, cest-a-dire de lexpansion du secteur tertiaire de la production.

En tout cas, on a constaté que les acteurs tant économiques et sociaux in-
terviennent au niveau local pour définir le caracteére de la réforme agraire et
les moyens a l'appliquer: ceci nous aide a conceptualiser une approche qui
veut nier la dichotome entre Iéconomie et la société danseur rapport a létude
du monde rural.

Abstract
THE “PRIMACY” OF AGRICULTURE

Basic view of this paper is that the dynamics of industrialization and
mechanization of agriculture had fascinated the majority of political, scientific
and enterprising experts and intellectuals in the postwar period. However, the
situation was quite different in the mid-war period.

In 1926 Xenophon Zolotas’ book: H EAAGS €16 To otddiov 16 exPropnya-
vioews (Hellas in the stage of industrialization) was released, in which Zolotas
regards the lack of capital as the cause for the industrial and economic

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backwardness of Greece. Nevertheless, shortly afterwards the Greek economy
was based on the development of agriculture and the increase in agricultural
production. After the Asia Minor catastrophe it became common belief that
population surpluses should be channelled primarily to the agricultural
sector and secondarily to industry. Thus, urban modernization espoused by
El. Venizelos resulted in a rural interventionism aiming at the transformation
of agrarian structures and the achievement of agricultural product, notably
cereals, sufficiency within a European context where most countries had
chosen the ideal of self-sufficiency. The priority given to agriculture in the
interwar period was also the result of political factors related to “national
security’, as well as the integration of landless populations and refugees in
order to prevent their massive radicalization.

After 1950, the primacy of agriculture seems to be threatened by rapid
industrialization. Advanced countries adopt policies which promote agriculture,
while in less advanced and developing countries agriculture is sacrificed for
rapid industrial development. The Greek case seems to follow the latter trend,
without neglecting agriculture though. During the postwar period, alongside
industrial development, Greek agriculture achieves its integration or even “takes
off” according to many experts.

This paper focuses on this interesting discourse from the interwar period
until the early postwar decades, .having as a guide and axis of analysis the
views of “specific” intellectuals and other theorists mainly of the rural sector.

AFTER THE AGRICULTURAL CRISES. NEW CROPS IN THE
EASTERN PO VALLEY: SUGAR BEET, TOMATOES AND FRUITS

Preliminary considerations

The Italian peninsula can be considered to have been relatively over-
populated with respect to its potential resources of agricultural land, since
the end of the 18th century. Overall, following political unification (1861-
70) the Kingdom of Italy had a permanent commercial imbalance due to
its massive wheat imports. The extraordinary spread of cereal crops, also
in the least favourable conditions of an area covered 2/3 by mountains and
hills with geological instability, was not able to reduce the permanent deficit
in the production of wheat during the period of population growth which
hit the whole of Europe in the 19th century. In fact, from 1801 to 1900
the demographic increase in the Italian peninsula was on average slower
than the European average (+ 5.8% compared to the European average of
+6.7%). Italy’s late entry into the “demographic transition” originated from
the delayed reduction in the mortality rate, an indication of the marked
lack of development of hygiene/sanitary conditions and poor diet.! As
well as Malaria, which was widespread across central and southern Italy
and the islands, the replacement of bread with cornmeal in the diet of the
rural and urban populations of the Po Valley and the Alpine valleys in the

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Lombardy and Veneto regions,” led to the exceptional spread of avitaminosis
diseases such as pellagra.® Similar undernourishment conditions were
connected with the general use of chestnuts in the Apennines where the
poverty and environmental conditions pushed much of the workforce to
move towards the malarial plains of the Tyrrhenian and Adriatic coasts or
periodic emigration abroad (France, Austro-Hungarian Empire and later the
Americas).

The first studies promoted by the government of the Kingdom of Italy*
on the soil conditions had highlighted the existence (around 1865, i.e. before
the annexation of the Veneto region) of at least 1 million hectares of stable
marshlands, flood-meadows, wetlands and rice fields. Their drainage or
hydraulic arrangement brought hope that new land would be gained where
wheat could be cultivated for a hungry country.®

However, the increasing prices of wheat up to 1875 hid on the one hand
the “too low” average yields® and on the other hand the upward trend on an
international scale. Cereal imports from abroad, thanks to free trade in the
customs sphere adopted by right wing governments, were however, at least
partly, held back by the existence of the forced circulation of the lira with
respect to the gold standard, which had by then become dominant. The
abolition of the non-convertibility to gold of the Italian lira in 1881 put a
liberalist Italy in direct contact with the international markets. Hence it
became inevitable to adapt the internal prices of cereals to the international
ones, which had been rapidly dropping since 1873, thanks to the great

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innovations applied to overland and sea transport. Russian, French and even
American wheat began to flood the Italian market. For Italy this was the start
of the agricultural crisis, which was destined to last for at least 15 years.

The introduction of a duty on the import of wheat in 1887, following
pressure from the owners and tenant farmers of the Po Valley, in alliance with
some industrial groups, did not do much to help stimulate internal wheat
production and neither could it contrast the chronic cereal/agricultural
production deficit.” Towards the end of the long price crisis, in 1896 the Italian
agricultural deficit was still very high. Out of a global importation for 1180
million lira, 137 million went towards buying cereals abroad.® In the same
year the best price for wheat was 23.07 per quintal, while leading up to the
agricultural crisis, in 1880, the price had reached 33.72 lira.” The drop in prices
for wheat also dragged down the price of rice and corn, the main products of
the Po Valley. The statistics, while being relatively unreliable until 1913, also
highlight a significant drop in the average ten yearly production levels of the
main cereals (Tab.1).

The Italian rural world, at least for about fifteen years, therefore needed
to look for alternative routes in agricultural production. In the Mezzogiorno
the farmers and growers leapt towards wine growing after the French and
Catalan vines had been destroyed by vine louse. But the customs war with

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France caused by the new protective pricing of 1887 quickly led to trouble
not only for wine exports but also traditional produce such as olive oil, raw
silk and citrus fruits.

In the Po Valley, the area I will focus on in particular, many cereal farmers,
especially in the Central-Eastern part, started to abandon wheat and rice in
search of crops that required less labour or that were more profitable from a
commercial point of view. This decision brought about significant changes to
the agricultural system, particularly to crop rotations.

In actual fact, there was no abundance of routes to explore in order to
overcome such a prolonged price crisis. A very concise summary of them is
as follows:

a) Significantly increasing the yields per hectare, through the use of
fertilisers and machines. Over the last decade of the 1800s, various artificial
fertilizer factories were founded and the use of their products spread, thanks
to the promotion and distribution activities performed by the Agricultural
Consortiums and their National Federation - which had established its
registered office in Piacenza, in the heart of the Po Valley. Federconsorzi
itself, which was founded in 1892, became the promoter of a machine service
which encouraged their use among farmers."!

b) Giving impetus to grassland crops and animal farming, creating
facilities for processing milk and integrating dairy with pig farming by
feeding the pigs with waste products from the dairy; this was the path
towards dairy farming that can be attributed to Lombardy, extending from
Lodi to Cremona and Mantua. But the same system based on milk also
continued to grow along the right bank of the River Po, from the first hills
to the high planes of Central Emilia (Piacenza, Parma, and Reggio). Towards
the end of the 19th century in this part of the Po Valley a dense network
of small and large dairies was set up, evidence of the progress of the milk
economy and a general decrease in cereal farming. A strong restriction on
the development of dairy production, however, comes from the need to
maintain a consistent number of working cattle and also the use of cows for
ploughing. The livestock census of 1868, due to various unreliable aspects,

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highlighted a percentage of dairy cattle for Emilia Romagna out of the
total number of cattle, fluctuating from a minimum of 21.1% for Piacenza
to values of around 32-36% in the provinces of Bologna, Forli, Ferrara and
Modena. Higher percentages were recorded only in Parma (42.1%), Ravenna
(46.1%) and Reggio, which already had 53.5 dairy cows for every 100. With
the agricultural crisis, the provinces of Parma and Reggio therefore went
in the direction of making a decision to enhance the dairy cow resource.
This can be seen from the marked growth that the two provinces recorded,
between 1869 and 1894, in the number of active dairies and with production
levels of “grana” cheese and butter - which in the province of Reggio almost
tripled over the same amount of time. The province of Parma, which had
129 dairies in 1869, expanded to 170 milk processing facilities in 1890,
while Reggio increased its processing facilities from 275 in 1869 to 385 in
1892."> The farmland around Modena was also rapidly adapting to this
production direction, particularly developing its pig farming in connection
with the dairy and cured meats industry. In the Ravenna area, on the other
hand, the crisis of the permanent paddy fields, caused by the general drop
in cereal prices during the 1880s, pushed farmers and landowners towards
a rapid conversion to artificial meadows of the vast expanses of the drained
land of the province. This also led to the farming of the local breed of cattle,
the “Romagnola”. Back in the early 1880s, however, in the provinces of Parma
and Reggio, there were already Swiss dairy cattle breeds, such as the “Brown
Mountain’, while a Parma-based company had imported about one hundred
cows from Holland with their bulls for reproduction.®

This aspect of the transformations induced by the agricultural crisis,
although significant, will not be explored further here, but it is possible to
refer to numerous available studies on the subject.™

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c) Including new food crops in the agricultural rotation, with more profitable
prices or where demand had promising developments. Consequently other
routes needed to be found to replace, in traditional agricultural rotation, the
linen and hemp crops with other ameliorative plants, considering that the
crisis had also dragged down the prices of these textile fibres, which were so
economically important for some provinces (Bologna, Ferrara, Cesena, Rovigo
and Mantua).

However, according to a great agricultural economist, Manlio Rossi-Doria,
the long agricultural crisis did have a positive effect on Italian agriculture in
the sense that it promoted a “turning point towards a phase of technical and
organisational modernisation of public intervention in agriculture”” In
fact, many of the technical and scientific public institutions supporting the
farmers originated or took impetus from the last decade of the 19th century
and the years that Gino Luzzatto called “the blackest years of the Italian
economy” (1888-96). Over this very difficult period, numerous economic or
professional farmers” organisations were founded (agricultural consortiums,
credit institutions for farmers, dairies and dairy cooperatives and cooperative
wineries, etc.). In fact, in Emilia and Lombardy these institutions had a strong
effect on the reorganisation of the industry and the dairy supply chain. During
the crisis, institutions like the Lodi dairy experimental station, founded in
1871, and the Reggio Emilia zootechnics experimental site, managed by
Antonio Zanelli (1874), started to have positive effects on the changing
nature of the farmland in the Po Valley, alongside the informative activities
of the itinerant professorships in agriculture - which began to spread from
the 1890s onwards.'® Strong impetus also came from the spread of artificial
meadows, on which both the itinerant professorship of Parma directed by
Antonio Bizzozzero and the example of some experimenting farmers, such as
Stanislao Solari, focused. In the Venices, there was a significant contribution by
the great landowners to directing the changes towards specialist production
forms such as wine growing, defined by Vittorio Alpe, professor of the “Scuola
superiore di agricoltura di Milano” as the real “agricultural resurrection”, when

he visited the Vicenza estates of Domenico Lampertico.”” However, alongside
wine growing, traditional agricultural orders without much meadow land still
dominated. But the renewal of agriculture in the Veneto area made gradual
progress with the support that was often organised on a widespread basis by
parish priests and philanthropists for the small farmers with the foundation of
credit institutions for farmers, wineries and cooperative dairies.”® Also in this
region, the promotional action of institutions, such as the Special wine growing
and oenology school of Conegliano, founded in 1876, was significant, alongside
the agricultural practical schools. By 1891 the number of institutions reached
24 in addition to the itinerant agricultural professorships, the first of which was
founded in Rovigo, in the heart of the low Po Valley.”

Fruit farming: first experiments

In the search for alternatives to cereal crops, some farmers were
experimenting with new routes, but that could profoundly mark much of the
agricultural development from half way through the 1920s until the present
day. The important new feature, in the direction of production specialisation
and the introduction of new crops, consisted of the rapid expansion of
vineyards and the first experiments with fruit crops. Wine production for
export had covered many hills in the Veneto region with vines, alongside
mulberry crops, and also the hills of Emilia and Romagna, sometimes in
quite a disorganised and irrational way, but with sound basic motivations. In
the agriculture pavilion at the “Esposizione Emiliana” exhibition, held in 1888
in the Margherita gardens in Bologna, some important new ideas emerged
regarding the plain, a prelude to the developments that agriculture in Emilia
would display in this field in the future. At the fruit growing competition Mr
Giulio Serranzanetti presented the production of his large specialist orchards,

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one of 18 hectares in the Municipality of Castenaso and one of a generous
28 hectares of land in the Municipality of Marmorta, in the low plains of
Bologna. Twelve varieties of early American peach trees planted in rows with
low ramification were planted on these lands. The lawyer Ghighi presented
a hundred and ten different varieties of fruit at different stages of ripening
at the exposition. Pasquale Paganelli from Faenza presented forty-six kinds,
of which the apples received much praise. So these were the early signs of
the new directions that only some decades later, in the farmland of Eastern
Emilia and Romagna, would end up triumphing and quickly replacing the
cultivation of hemp which was so arduous for the citizens of Emilia with
lines of fruit trees.

Just as in the case of milk production in the Western provinces of Emilia,
the role of pioneering farmers and some local technical and agricultural
propaganda institutions must not be undervalued in the development
of specialist fruit farming. The experimenters included Adolfo Bonvicini
from Massalombarda — a town that was to become the centre of specialist
information on peach farming — together with the technical support of Adolfo
Bellucci, director of the itinerant professorship of agriculture of Ravenna.
Already by the middle of the 1920s, Massalombarda had an impressive 2350
hectares of specialist orchards covering an agricultural surface area of the
Municipality of about 3000 hectares. The key to success was also due to the
construction of a railway link with Bologna and Ferrara, i.e., with the Veneto
region.” In the Imola area, the pioneers included Mazzoni, who imported the
peach variety Amsden from the USA, and also two parish priests and the local
fruit and vegetable retail cooperative. In the Faenza area the main promoters
of fruit farming included Vincenzo Valvassori with a technical/experimental
field and Raffaele and Vincenzo Paganelli. In Cesena, by 1905, the farmers felt
the need to form an anonymous cooperative company for selling the fruit,
legally established three years later. This was a sign of the constantly increasing
attention of the fruit farmers to market issues.”

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The opportunities for expansion of the sale of specialist fruit on the
fresh food markets were closely connected with the speed of transport and
the adoption of refrigeration systems. The success of this production choice
particularly affected Romagna (Ravenna, Cesena) and partially Bologna and
Ferrara, after the First World War.

Sugar beet

However, in the Eastern Po Valley, the turning point, which was
surprisingly quick, came at the end of the 19th century, and turned out to be
the introduction of two crops exclusively for industrial use - first of all, sugar
beet and shortly afterwards tomatoes for preserving. Whereas the traditional
commercial crops like hemp, linen and silk had a production cycle that
bound the farm and the farmer’s family to a first processing step, the new
crops went straight from the field to the industrial processing plant. In this
case the cultivation essentially depended on the requirements and plans of
industry, starting from the sowing plan to the delivery of the product to the
factory. The relationship of dependency on the timescales imposed by the
industrial production processes was particularly clear and stringent for sugar
beet but delivery of tomatoes for preserving to the processing plants was
also very restricting for the farmer due to the very perishable nature of this
horticultural product.

Experiments to obtain sugar from the beet had been performed in the
pre-unitary Italian states but without success. During Napoleon’s rule some
attempts to launch the cultivation of the root and to build factories by
French entrepreneurs were destined to fail with the fall of Napoleon and
the revival of imports of cane sugar from the colonies. Over subsequent
decades, other attempts were made by enlightened farmers to introduce
sugar beet, including Count Cavour himself, who had achieved good results
in the Piedmont plains at Grinzane. In Tuscany, Cosimo Ridolfi and Bettino
Ricasoli had also experimented with this crop in the 1830s. In the Reign of
Naples, there are records of attempts to farm along the river Sarno, whereas
in Romagna two Swiss agricultural entrepreneurs, the baron Vittorio Crud
and Gian Gabriele Eynard® dedicated their time to experimental cultivation.

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However, the reputation that the root gained among the growers was limited
to the ameliorative properties of the plant and its use as fodder for livestock.
It was more difficult to think of large-scale cultivation and the permanent
addition of the root to traditional crop rotation.

After the unification and until 1887 the liberalistic attitudes of Italian
governments certainly did not favour the spread of the farming of this root,
which in France, Silesia and elsewhere was providing good results in terms of
sugar yield. The agricultural crisis and protectionism had also resulted in a fall
in the per capita consumption of sugar, which dropped from 3.3 kg in 1885 to
2.6 kg in 1898. The import of raw sugar from abroad had, in fact, completely
collapsed. The figures went from 138,221 tonnes in 1885 to 41,028 in 1888.
Over subsequent years it rose again to about 75-80,000 tonnes. After 1898,
with the birth of the first beet sugar factories, imports rapidly reduced to a few
thousand or hundred tonnes, but without any benefit to the consumer since
the price per kilogram remained the same or higher than that of imported
sugar.** In order to establish a sugar industry in Italy using sugar beet, there
were two main problems to overcome: suitable customs protection of Italian
sugar and the systematic spread of sugar beet among farmers. Customs
protection on imported raw sugar went from 53 lira per quintal in 1879
to 76.75 lira of the new tariff in 1887, rising again to 88 lira in 1895. In the
same year the duty on refined sugar reached 99 lira per quintal.*® Production
tax on refined sugar also served to keep a protection of at least 25-30% for
the national industry, given that this was the average difference between
the amount of import duty and the actual production tax on the product.
(Tonizzi 2001:70). On this basis, a sugar industry using sugar beet could also
be finally established in Italy, as opposed to a sugar refining industry using only
imported sugar, where the main plants were located in Genoa.

The introduction of sugar beet in the farmland of the Eastern Po Valley
was urged for by the numerous technicians and agronomists of the era, also
because the sugar root had great ameliorative potential, especially in the
recently drained lands used for cereal crops in the provinces of the low Po

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Valley. The agricultural world in Lombardy did not, on the other hand, see
sugar beet as a practical alternative since the agricultural order of the region
was considered much more profitable being based on grass and animal
farming. The success of sugar beet in crop rotation, which in some cases
resulted in the replacement of the traditional wheat-hemp and wheat-corn
combinations, was due to the fact that it was a root crop and helped to renew
the soil. Italo Giglioli, who compared the progress of European agriculture
with the difficulties tormenting Italian agriculture, underlined the benefits
that wheat farming would actually have gained in Italy from the introduction
of sugar beet. A study on different sugar beet farms in Northern and Central
Germany, published in 1899, showed a net increase in the productivity per
hectare of fields used for wheat, rye and other cereals after the introduction
of the sugar beet root in crop rotation. Furthermore, in seven out of eight
farms, there was also a significant increase (15%) in livestock yields.* This
explains the resulting benefits of sugar beet, not only for a few enlightened
landowners, but also for metayers and small lessees in the Eastern Po Valley
- considering that the stems and plant remains removed after the extirpation
of the root, and particularly the flesh left over after industrial processing,
could all be reused as good feed for the working and dairy livestock. Hence
it was possible, at least in part, to find a solution to the chronic basic shortage
of forage of the promiscuous farming characteristic of the Eastern Po Valley,
which focused on the dry crops, wheat and corn.

The expansion of sugar beet farming was also the result of a phenomenon
that could be defined as effective integration between agriculture, industry
and agricultural propaganda. Since the sugar industry was the only outlet
market for the product, it was necessary to some extent that the arrangement
of the sugar factories preceded the launch of cultivation by the farmers who
needed to be aware of the growing techniques before adhering to agreements
with the sugar industries. Hence in the 1890s some agronomists and heads of
the itinerant professorships of Agriculture dedicated their time to this main
purpose. These included a character called Adriano Aducco, head of the
itinerant professorship of agriculture of Ferrara, who conducted an intensive
series of informative conferences on the characteristics of the new crop and
the advantages of its introduction to traditional crop rotation in the Ferrara
area. For this purpose he set up various experimental fields, involving the

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largest local landowners, and ended up contributing personally to the creation
of a sugar factory. In 1906 the farmers from that province, who saw five
factories established in only four years, had already set aside 4759 hectares
for an estimated production of 1.5 million quintals of roots and an average
production of 313.2 quintals per hectare.”” In the Ravenna area, action to
increase awareness and propaganda among the farmers was taken by the
engineer from Ancona, Camillo Borgnino, Technical Manager of the sugar
factory of Massalombarda® and the author of one of the first works on the
history of the sugar industry in Italy.” In Cesena it was the experimentation
and propaganda work of the local Practical School of Agriculture, run by
Filippo Barbato, that helped to promote the birth of a sugar factory, but the
introduction of more complex crop rotation was also encouraged, as well
as a five-year rotation including sugar beet and alfalfa. In 1900 about 1000
hectares of sugar beet were planted in the Cesena area and a sugar factory
owned by Societa Generale per lo Zucchero Indigeno and chaired by Emilio
Maraini, one of the pioneers in the Italian sugar industry, started production®
(Preti 1991:696-704). In Ravenna the first factories opened in Classe and
Massalombarda, but some of the sugar beet grown in the Ravenna area was
also processed in Cesena, Imola and Forli; the sugar factory there had led to
the near disappearance of corn, which between 1900 and 1908 dropped from
2000 to a mere 90 hectares®! (Porisini 1966:188).

As well as Ravenna, Forli and Cesena, the province of Bologna was also
interested in this new use of the land, processing the sugar beet produced in
two sugar factories, one in Bazzano (1899) and the other in Bologna. Only in

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the Rimini area did the attempt to establish a sugar factory in 1899 fail due to
the diffidence of the local farming and agricultural world. This was because the
connection with industry was too close and also the small size of the metayage
system did not allow the consolidated presence of corn in the farming diet
to be neglected.” By 1910 sugar beet had now become a stable component
of crop rotation of the cereal farming lands in the eastern part of the region,
but it also became an important agro-industrial product in the Parma and
Piacenza area. Another site of the company Societa Ligure-Lombarda had
been established in Parma in 1899,” and in the following year, Piacenza also
had its own sugar factory, to which a second factory was added in 1909.** Tab.2
shows the consolidation of the new crop across much of the region. It must be
remembered, however, that the complete subordination of the farmers to the
production plans of the sugar factories, which grew due to trade protectionism,
exposed the sugar beet farmers to the effects of the recurring overproduction
crises of the sugar industry and sometimes forced them to make huge
reductions in their surface areas used for sugar beet.”> However, it was the
eastern provinces of the Po Valley, from Polesine to Ferrara and Romagna, who
welcomed the new root with the most enthusiasm, in search of a plant which
would replace hemp as a commercial crop but also provide feed for working
livestock. The flood plains of the rivers and the “new lands” acquired through
drainage quickly became the most suitable places to host the new crop.* The
fact that the sugar beet farmers were enticed into changing the farming systems
— due to the cash advances that the sugar industry provided (so that they could

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prepare the land and sow the seeds) and the payment upon delivery of the
product at the factory — must not be underestimated. The sugar beet was also
received favourably by the farm workers, day labourers and their cooperatives,
given the large numbers of working days that the root required.?” The metayers
themselves could also count on the payment due to them at the end of the
harvest from the landowners to whom they normally gave up their part of
the product. This was very significant among the farmers in a promiscuous
economy, considering that sugar farming was detrimental to the production
of plants for food, such as corn. Another beneficial effect of the introduction
of sugar beet was the use in the fields of the defecation lime produced by the
factories to correct the excessive acidity of many soils of organic origin (peaty)
in the areas where the new crop was established.*

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To the north of the course of the River Po and as far as the Adige, sugar
beet farming spread rapidly, as it had in the nearby Ferrara area, both
on the land historically used for farming along the flood plains of the two
rivers, and particularly in the recently drained lands of the delta area. By
1912 in the province of Rovigo sugar beet farming spread across over 15
thousand hectares and the beet produced provided work for 4 sugar factories
(Lendinara, Ficarolo Cavanella and Rovigo). The Bottrighe (1914), Lama
(1919), Badia and Polesella (1923), Costa, Arqua and Fratta (1924), and Porto
Tolle (1926) factories followed on from these. Note that these 12 industrial
plants, due to ease of transport along the waterways and the availability of
process water, were spread along the rivers Po and Adige or the waterways
communicating with them. Part of the beet produced in the Alto Polesine
area, still using the Po as a waterway, was delivered to the sugar factories of
Sermide and Ostiglia, in the province of Mantua.*

Tomato

Tomatoes for preserving became established quickly from the last decades
of the 1800s in the Parma and Piacenza area, thanks to the high return that
they offered per hectare of planted crop. In 1910 tomatoes occupied a surface
area of 2852 hectares in the Province of Parma alone, producing over 628
thousand quintals. The farming of this horticultural product provided seasonal
work for 36 establishments, mainly spread across the areas of the foothills
(Felino, Vigatto, Montechiarugolo, Collecchio, etc.) The production of tomato
concentrate, as well as stimulating activities connected with the production of
tin cans, also fed a consistent flow of exports, particularly in Europe. Hence,
tomato farming also began to spread to other areas of Emilia and Romagna,
promoted by the abundance of labour which had always marked the rural
society of the region and the fact that the seasonal work of harvesting the
product and producing the preserve could also count on the large female
workforce, now institutionally present on the labour market. In the Piacenza
area, the first tomato preserve factory was founded in 1906 but by 1911 there
were already seven factories of this type. Towards the end of the first decade of
1900 tomato preserve had reached the Cesena area, naturally accompanied by
the establishment of an industrial processing section. After the first processing
plant, founded in Savignano by the count Giulio Rasponi, in 1912-13 “Baldi e
Ceccarelli” was built in Calisese and “Cirio” in Cesena.*

At the start of the 1930s, in the midst of the agricultural crisis of the
central part of the twenty years of Fascism, tomatoes represented a significant
component of the gross sellable produce for the region, as well as being a
seasonal source of work for the many unemployed workers. By 1929 tomato
farming had reached its peak with a planted surface area of 17,639 hectares,
which was however set to drop by half over subsequent years. In 1934, the year
of major crisis for the rural areas, Emilia Romagna only used 8,453 hectares
of land for industrial tomato farming and obtained a total production of
1,975,270 quintals, compared to 4.4 million quintals in 1929. Still in 1934, at
the top of the classifications of the Emilia provinces in terms of agricultural
surface area used for tomato farming in the open field were Parma and
Piacenza with 2775 and 2400 hectares, respectively. Bologna came next with

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1175 hectares in the open field and a total production of 254,000 quintals. But
despite the initial resistance and difficulties, Ravenna and Forli also seemed
to have been permanently converted to this horticultural product, devoting
624 and 584 hectares in the open field to it, with a total production of 446,000
quintals, in addition to another 40,000 quintals of tomatoes grown in market
gardens.*”

A second major crisis that hit Italian farmland from 1927 to 1935 was
due to the combination of the economic and financial policy adopted by the
Fascist government and the more general effects of the world economic crisis
caused by the Wall Street Crash of 1929. The plans to increase wheat yields
through new crop varieties, seed selection and rational fertilisation so as to
reduce the strong dependency on wheat imports had led to great propaganda
and the customs support of internal wheat production, known as the “Battle
for Grain’, which began in 1925. In view of the modest results in the growth of
unitary yields, the increase in production was in fact particularly achieved by
expanding the farmed surface areas, also in the marginal areas of the hills and
mountains. The launch of propaganda on complete drainage following shortly
after (1927) served to conceal the first severe effects of the drastic revaluation
of the lira, decided in August 1926. The new exchange rate again penalised
the main agricultural products exported from the plains of the Po Valley. In
fact the revaluation of the lira ended up hitting the top Italian agricultural
products, mainly intended for export: rice, raw silk, hemp, citrus fruits, cheese,
wine, oil, food pastes and so on.*® The attempt to restore the lira-sterling
exchange transition from values that now reached 150 lira per pound sterling
to values similar to those in the year 1922, i.e. the year that Mussolini rose to
power, around 90 lira per pound (“quota 90”), caused a consistent rise in the
international prices of Italian agricultural products, while the internal markets
were dropping along with a reduction in salaries and wages.

Agriculture was again faced with the need to pursue new routes, new crops
and new economic and corporate dimensions. In the 1930s, while a drastic
reduction was underway in the dairies and milk processing plants in the
Central-Western part of the Po Valley, the Eastern part was again looking for

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an escape route through fruit farming. Ravenna, Cesena and Massalombarda,
as well as the provinces of Ferrara, Bologna and Modena, looked towards
fresh fruit (apples, pears, peaches, cherries, apricots and plums) for new
production and market balances. The first fruit expositions like the one held in
Lugo (Ravenna) in 1927 showed farmers the possibilities of increasing return
using new planting techniques, new cultivars and new product packaging and
refrigeration systems. In fact, an incredible expansion in specialist fruit farming
took place in the Eastern Po Valley after the Second World War on the fertile
lands that had hosted hemp for centuries, by now facing an irreversible crisis.

Conclusions

In conclusion, while the long-standing agricultural price depression of the
last quarter of the 19th century had pushed the agricultural sector of the Po
Valley towards larger industrial production levels (sugar, milk, pig farming),
with the second major agricultural crisis, which hit Italian agriculture after
1927, a new agro-industrial sector was strengthened on the foundations laid
between 1890 and 1914. In fact, the agro-industrial specialisation not only
affected sugar beet and milk-based products, but also tomatoes (“red gold”), a
crop traditionally concentrated in the Mezzogiorno. The provinces of Parma
and Piacenza already had a successful collocation since the first decade of the
1900s, in competition with the Naples area for tomatoes, even if they were
forced to undergo a drastic contraction in production in conjunction with the
problems and difficult reorganisation of the dairy industry, which took place at
the beginning of the 1930s right across the Po Valley.

In the provinces of Romagna and Bologna and Ferrara, fresh fruit and
vegetable garden crops started to become the most promising market
alternative to the hemp crisis for farmers, particularly from 1927 to 1933.
In fact, hemp, a textile fibre that required hard work and commitment for
cultivation and fertilisation of the fields, could only have survived with
the autarkical closure of the Italian economy, but its crisis soon became
irreversible with the end of the Second World War and the opening of the
markets. Whereas the sugar industry enjoyed an absolute monopolistic
position on the internal market, fruit, potatoes, strawberries and vegetable
garden produce were the most profitable alternatives to hemp, especially
in the eastern plains of Emilia-Romagna, in historic cereal growing lands
which, already in the 1950s, provided work for over half of the population.

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Introduction

For decades, Spanish history has seen Spanish agriculture as backward,
clearly following the line of thought of social sciences in the first third of the
20th century. This idea was prompted by comparisons both of performance per
surface unit with central and northern European countries and of the levels of
usage of mechanical implements with countries like the United States, at the
time considered to be at the forefront of mechanisation. This was encouraged by
ignoring the decisive role of edaphoclimatic conditions in agrarian production
and by a firm conviction in the capacity of new technologies to overcome their
limiting factors. Within this intellectual context of technological optimism, the
mission of agrarian historians was to measure agrarian growth and evaluate
whether the sector had fulfilled the historical role that was assigned to it by
dominant economic theories of the country’s economic development. A great
deal of historians at that time adopted a series of axioms which were considered
to be irrefutable truths. One of them was the importance of agricultural growth
as a means to achieve material welfare for farmers and citizens in general. This,
in turn, confined the historical role of the agricultural sector in its contribution
to the development and industrialisation of the country, and hence rural
historians focused their views in the attempts and failures to modernise the

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traditional agrarian structures—not always paying much attention to the fact
that this modernisation would lead to the destruction of the peasants’ ways of
farming and of the community system of land property. In the same vein, the
subordination of the agricultural sector to industry and services was positively
viewed for the sake of reducing costs, opening up markets for a sector of this
industry, and financing the economic expansion of these activities. Following
this logic, agricultural exports were always seen as beneficial. True, some of
us highlighted the unequal way agricultural incomes were distributed and the
institutional barriers that opposed modernisation, while others stressed market
failures and the inefliciencies of agricultural policies. But only a few of us
questioned the effects industrialisation of agriculture had on the environment,
the economy and society.

The continued improvement of agrarian macromagnitudes from the
1960s onwards and Spain’s entry into the European Economic Community
in 1986 changed the discourse of Spanish agricultural historians, offering a
much more positive image of the course of Spanish agriculture from the late
19th century.! This coincided with a new generation of agricultural historians
in the universities, followed a few years later by the foundation of the Spanish
Agrarian History Seminar. This renovation of Spanish historiography has
given rise to a more optimistic interpretation of Spain’s agrarian past, tending
to position itself at exactly the opposite end of the spectrum of traditional
interpretation.” In fact, a sector of the new Spanish agrarian historiography is
in line with the main theses of Giovanni Federicos Feeding the world... book,
an exegesis of agricultural development in the West in contemporary times.?
Federico considered the history of the agrarian sector to be an “outstanding
success story”. Production grew faster than the population, as opposed to
what had happened in the 19th century. This made nutritional transition

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easier, putting an end to the traditional lacks in the consumption of meat
and dairy, and significantly improving the standard of living of citizens.
The increase in volume of agrarian production put an end to the problems
of hunger and subsistence, so frequent in the past. According to the author,
the hunger and subsistence problems still remaining are caused more by
problems in food distribution than by lack of production.

This came about simultaneously with major problems relating to the
future feasibility of the industrial agricultural model. The relative loss of
weight of the agricultural sector on the GDP and in employment, together
with the new outlooks the Agrarian Question’ has adopted (such as the
new forms of inequality regarding access to the land and agricultural
income, environmental problems, the rethinking of the role of agriculture
in economic development in each country, etc.), question this optimistic
vision. But it may be the global food crisis in which we are immersed,
epiphenomenon of the global economic crisis, which is challenging the very
foundations of industrial agriculture and its claim to being the overall unique
model of material welfare.

Despite food productivity being more than enough to nourish humankind,
hunger and malnutrition have not disappeared. On the contrary, they have
risen in absolute terms. The lack of food security increased in spite of the
efforts of international organisms to curb it, partly due to the destruction of
the peasants’ subsistence farming. Rural poverty continues being endemic
in most peripheral countries, whilst in ‘developed’ ones agricultural incomes
have dropped dramatically so that a large share of the rural population relies
to a large degree on public subsidies to make a living. Heavily industrialised
farming has caused damage to the soil, water, air and plant life. This damage
reduces the agricultural system’s own productive capacity and alters the
ecological parameters that ensure human activity, i.e. the provision of vital
environmental services.* The current model of agricultural growth can only
be maintained by seriously depleting the resources that sustain it. This model

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should undergo an overwhelming change in order to see to the food that over
9,000 million people will require towards the middle of this century.

The above account ought to place historians in a less complacent attitude
regarding the industrialisation process brought about in agriculture and
its virtues, considering not only the growing increase in land and labour
productivity, but bringing into light how it has been done and to what costs
as well. It should also lead us to reconsider the role the agricultural and
agri-food systems play in general, seen not only as an economic activity
that yields profits to those who practise it, but as an activity liable to cause
damage usually paid for by the rest of society. A fuller understanding of the
agricultural activity that will balance its achievements and shortcomings,
especially when considering its main role: the satisfaction of the human
species’ endosomatic metabolism. This text attempts to provide a panoramic
view of the evolution of the Spanish agrarian sector from 1900 to the present
and aims to provide a more diverse picture that covers all aspects and is so
better adjusted to the complex and multidimensional reality of agrarian
production.

1. Sources used

The study of the evolution of Spanish agriculture requires the collection
and treatment of wide-ranging quantitative information. It was only in the
late 19th century, after isolated and generally unsuccessful attempts, that the
Administration, through the Junta Consultiva Agronomica, began to compile
statistical information on the surface performances and production of different
crops. Annual production series are available of the production of plant
biomass —cereals, legumes, grape, and olive- beginning in the late nineteenth
century® and until the 1930s, but data about total agricultural production is
only available from 1922, and disaggregated per year from 1929.° We also

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have the most significant information for 1902 products.” Previously, the
missing information was reconstructed from complementary sources, namely
the annual memoirs published about assorted topics by the Junta Consultiva
Agronémica.® Thus, the Spanish agricultural production has been estimated for
three moments: 1900, 1910, and 1922. From 1929, annual series of agricultural
production have been published —since 1929 in the Anuarios Estadisticos de las
Producciones Agricolas and since 1972 in the Anuarios de Estadistica Agraria.
Also considered were five-year averages with centres in the years 1933, 1940,
1950, 1960, 1970, 1980, 1990, 2000, and 2008. Also using five-year averages, the
exports and imports of biomass were calculated from foreign trade sources.’
From such sources, the quantity and evolution of biomass of the Spanish
economy were calculated.

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For the biophysical data we have also considered all crop residues with
some sort of use (mostly for livestock), like straw and chaft, browse and shoots
or residue from tubers and vegetables. For straw, browse and shoots we have
used information from sources of the time and for the rest of the residues we
have used the converters provided by the literature, and which we compiled
in the working paper Methodology and Conversion Factors to Estimate the
Net Primary Productivity of Historical and Contemporary Agro-ecosystems.'
From the reconstructions of soil use based on the same sources we have also
calculated the production of pastures and fallow. For wood and fuel wood we
used our own calculations'! and those of Inaqui Iriarte and Isabel Ayuda.'?

We used the livestock censuses to reconstruct production in this subsector.
For this we used data on meat and milk production from the Anuarios
Estadisticos de las Producciones Agricolas of the 1930s, applying the coefficient
for the previous censuses. For the production of fertilizer, fodder for livestock
and the average weight of the different species we have applied converters
created using the livestock advance of 1891 and the livestock report of 1917.
One of the methodological advantages of the biophysical approach is that it
allows different problems in the sources to be detected and corrected. Indeed
the unreliability of livestock statistics is a recurring element in Spanish agrarian
historiography. Most authors have highlighted the unreliability and the overall
underestimation of livestock censuses.”” However, no attempts have been
made to support this underestimation or provide elements to correct it from

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a biophysical perspective. By cross-referencing the food needs of the livestock,
the agricultural demands of animal labour and the availability of feed for
livestock, we have concluded that the underestimation of the types of livestock
is true of the livestock censuses from the start of the 20th century (which
correspond to the first two cuts) but not for the 1920s and 1930s. Therefore, we
recalculated the livestock for 1900 and 1910 based on the labour needs (labour
livestock) and food availability (income livestock), also recalculating livestock
production.

2. The evolution of Spanish agriculture: a story of apparent success

Agricultural production was multiplied by 3.33 between 1900 and 2008,
reaching its peak in the first years of the 21st century with over 104 million
tons, almost four times more than in 1900. This gradual evolution can be
divided into four different periods. The first corresponds to the period
from1900 to 1933, when production grew by 52%, supporting the statements
of Simpson'* and especially the GEHR"” which described it as a period of
agricultural growth and “modernisation” of the sector. This contradicts expert
opinion at the time and even Spanish historiography up till the 1990s, which
still defended the idea of an agriculture that was backward and even stagnant
and very far removed from European agriculture from the perspective of
production.’® The “modernisation” became apparent in the decrease of the
relative importance of cereals and legumes, which were replaced by more
commercial crops, some of which, such as olives, fruit, vegetables, potatoes,
industrial crops and fodder plants, were destined to the international market.
This growth in agrarian production improved the quantity and quality of the
Spanish diet."”

In this regard, the dictatorship of Franco was also a veritable tragedy. The
diet of the Spanish people suffered an even greater setback than that of the late
19th century agrarian crisis, both in terms of daily calories per capita and of
composition. International isolation and the ill-advised economic policy of the

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regime led to a reduction in agrarian production which would only be resolved
after the 1960s, once the “green revolution” had begun. In fact, the final phase
of agricultural industrialisation in Spain began in the late 1950s, coinciding
with the slight economic liberalization of the Franco regime, and was to last a
couple of decades. Performance per surface unit multiplied thanks to the use
of the complete package of the green revolution: improved seeds, synthetic
chemical fertilizers, phytosanitary products and irrigation. Production
recovered in a short period of time, in 1960 it was double that of 1900, by
1980 it had tripled and by the end of the century it had almost quadrupled.
Cereal production, which had been decreasing up till then, as a clear result of
the abandonment of traditional agriculture, recovered swiftly due to a growing
demand for cereals for fodder. This abandonment of traditional agriculture
translated into a continued decline in legume production.

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Since the 1970s, per capita consumption of meat and dairy has
increased considerably while the intake of carbohydrates has fallen below
the recommendations of the World Health Organization. The Spanish are
gradually abandoning the Mediterranean diet and moving to a more meat-
based diet, which requires high livestock production.' It should be noted
that there has been an increase in fodder crops since the 1960s, accompanied
by an increase in livestock and the numerous intensive farms, which use
combined fodder and forage, abandoning pastures. Paradoxically, the main
production specialisation of Spanish agriculture was consolidated in this
period: fruit, vegetables and olive oil, products which are mainly aimed at
central European markets."

At least since the year 2000 a final phase has become distinct in agrarian
statistics, although some of its trends started taking shape earlier, particularly
since Spain’s incorporation into the European Economic Community (1986).
This phase is characterized by a notable reduction in agrarian production
compared with the year 2000. The only crops that have increased are fruit
trees —minimally-, cereals and olive products. The rest (legumes, vegetables,
vines, industrial and fodder crops) have decreased noticeably. As we will
see later, this does not mean that the domestic consumption of vegetable
products has fallen, but rather the opposite, it has continued to grow. These
products have been replaced by imports from other European Union and
Latin American countries.”® This phenomenon is the logical consequence of
the abandonment of land for crops and the underutilization of the pastures

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mentioned earlier. The comparatively low prices of these “commodities”,
particularly cereals and legumes for fodder, explain abandonment among
other things. We do not know the extent to which replacement through
imports and preferential agreements between the EU and third countries can
account for the fall in vegetable production between 2000 and 2008. In any
case, the economic crisis has introduced major distortions in the evolution
of all these indicators, so that it is still too soon to fully confirm what appears
to be an obvious and visible tendency, as we will see later: the progressive
integration of the Spanish agrarian sector into global agrarian markets and
the growing importance of biomass imports for the operation of a Spanish
agri-food system, increasingly in need of raw materials.

The reason for this is not the disproportionate growth of the population,
since this is not the case in Spain, but rather the disproportionate rise in
consumption, specifically, the change in food consumption patterns where
meat and dairy products are becoming increasingly important. Table 2
shows that livestock production, mostly consumed in Spain, increased in
the first third of the 20th century at the same rate as agricultural production.
This continued to be the case until in the 1970s, and coinciding with the
progressive abandonment of the Mediterranean diet, livestock production
grew almost exponentially. At present it is eight times greater than in 1900,
while agricultural production has quadrupled and is half of this. As can be
observed, the main protagonist of the increase in livestock production was
the demand for meat, dairy products and eggs, which had been consumed in
rather small proportions until the 1970s.

This impressive growth of agrarian production has been equally seen
in monetary terms. The value of the final agricultural production (FAP) at
constant 1995 prices was multiplied by nearly 5.3 between 1953 and 2009,
peaking in the year 2003 when the value of FAP was nearly six times that
of 1953. In 1953, Spain was still suffering the atrocious agricultural policies
of the Franco dictatorship; hence the volume of agricultural production was
lower than it was twenty years earlier during the second Spanish Republic.
Despite that, the figures show a spectacular growth attributable to the
application of the Green Revolution technology, i.e., to the economic effects
of the industrialisation of agriculture. According to the analysis Leandro
Prados* made of the GDP in Spanish agriculture, its value multiplied by 3.6
between 1900 and 1990.

Graph 1 details the always increasing evolution of the value of final
production until the late 20th century, when a decrease in value began related
to the phenomenon mentioned earlier, that of the replacement of domestic
production with imports and the abandonment of agrarian activity by many
farmers, the relative extensification of agro-ecosystems and the abandonment
of land for crops and underutilization of pastures. This can be observed with
a simple comparison of the Agrarian Censuses of 1999 and 2009.> 23% of the
farms (299,655) existing in 1999 had disappeared in the 2009 census as the
crop surface had been reduced by 8.43% and that for permanent pastures by
10.8% since 1991. Between both dates the utilised agrarian surface in Spain had
decreased by almost ten per cent (9.20%).

3. A modest growth

From a biophysical perspective, the evolution of Spanish agriculture
offers a positive, yet much more nuanced, view and offers more realistic
explanations of the growth of agrarian production in developed countries.
To draw up a series on 20th century Spanish agriculture from a biophysical
perspective, we used the methodology of Social Metabolism* and more
specifically the methodology of balances of materials (MFA, Material Flow
Accounting),* but adapted to the agrarian sector, taking into account some
suggestions made by Giampietro” and Ramos et al.** All the collected

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data have been processed according to the last developments of using this
methodology by Krausmann et al.,” Mufoz et al.,”® and especially by Fischer-
Kowalski et al.

Graph 2 shows the evolution of the amount of vegetable biomass
extracted from Spanish agro-ecosystems between 1900 and 2008, measured
in megatons of dry matter. This is the most suitable way to measure the true
scope of the changes, as this avoids the effect on the entire production of
the current varieties, with their characteristic higher water content, as well
as the change towards crops with higher hydric demands. This method is
particularly suited to Mediterranean agricultures like the Spanish one where
the expansion of irrigation was a key element for explaining agrarian growth.
Irrigation has made it possible to multiply performances per surface unit
and even allowed crops that are impossible to grow in rain-fed conditions,
such as fruit and vegetables, to become the main specialisation in Spanish
agriculture. The data show in physical terms that the Domestic Extraction
of Biomass (that is, plant biomass extracted from the Spanish agro-
ecosystems, not only the portion of commercial value) grew at a moderate
rate throughout the twentieth century, contrasting with the monetary
growth. While in monetary terms the agricultural production increased
nearly sixtyfold, in physical terms it grew only by 34%, showing the contrast
between monetary and biophysical measurements.

In fact, the evolution of the Spanish agriculture during the last century
can be considered as a process of growing commoditization of production
and of the factors that make it possible. The technological and productive
efforts were oriented towards maximising the portion of biomass having
higher market value and mobility, reducing the multifunctionality of crops.
As shown in Table 3, the Domestic Extraction of Crops grew considerably
between 1900 and 2008 (by 353%), while agricultural residues lost weight
relative to the bulk yield of crops, particularly in the biomass of grasses
that are currently abandoned. In other words, the growth of agricultural
production did not correspond to an equal increase of total biomass
extracted from Spanish agro-ecosystems, but only of the portion having high

market values.

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At the same time, since the 1960s the livestock production had a
considerable growth while it changed its composition to meet the increasing
demand of meat and dairy products of the Spanish population (Graphic 3).
However, such expansion was not sustained by Spanish agro-ecosystems.
Instead, since 1970 the abandonment of croplands and grasslands has
acquired worrisome proportions. This abandonment process was related to
the low profitability of extensive livestock production and the fall of fodder
prices in the international markets. Thus the growth of Spanish livestock
production -mostly intensive and practiced on small land surfaces-
depended on massive imports of cereals and legumes (or even processed
animal foodstuff) for feeding livestock. This fact explains why the Domestic
Extraction and Domestic Consumption of Biomass (domestic extraction
plus imports minus exports) have displayed a divergent evolution and a
decoupling trend. As seen in Table 3, until 1970 the domestic extraction and
consumption remained closely linked, but since that year the role of imports
became increasingly important, such that by 2008 the net balance of foreign
trade of biomass amounted to 23% of the Domestic Consumption (imports
reaching up to 37%).

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From a monetary standpoint, Spain was traditionally a net exporter of
agricultural products.’*® From a biophysical point of view, however, it never

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was. In fact, foreign trade played a rather modest role in the evolution of
the Spanish agricultural sector until the late 1970s. But, as a consequence
of the globalization process, foreign trade has become a key factor of the
Spanish food and agriculture sector: on one side it enables the specialisation
of Spanish agricultural products (oil and horticultural and fruit products)
to enter the international markets, particularly European; and on the
other side, it allows for sustaining the growing consumption of meats and
dairy products of Spaniards, supplying an important percentage of animal
foodstuffs (Graphic 5). In fact, the current availability in Spain of animal
foodstufts exceeds the demand, given that an appreciable amount of biomass
from grasslands and crop residues that is potentially useful for feeding
animals remain unused, abandoned or destroyed. This is revealing a loss
of efficiency and a waste of animal foodstuffs similar to that described for
human food products.*!

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As we have seen, the main vector of socio-environmental change in
agriculture was the increase in commercial biomass. We have verified that
this part of the total biomass grew much more quickly and intensely. Part of
this growth can be explained by the technology associated with the “Green
Revolution”, where genetic change has played a major role, leading to a type
of crops with less “residue” weight. This process can be observed clearly in the
evolution of the relationship between grain and straw of cereals and legumes

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(Graph 6). For example, agrarian industrialisation was accompanied by the
replacement of traditional cereal and legume varieties, where straw was an
essential part of animal feed, with high stalk varieties and less grain, in favour
of varieties which aimed to increase the amount of grain to the detriment of
straw. At the same time, increasing amounts of straw have either been burned
or abandoned on the land, in parallel with the drop in feed prices, the greater
protagonist of monogastric livestock and the almost complete disappearance
of labour livestock.

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4. The other side of the growth and industrialisation of agriculture

Even from a monetary perspective, there is a flip-side to the production
success of Spanish agriculture: agrarian income, that is to say, the net
income of Spanish farmers has been decreasing, not only in relation to
other activity sectors, but also in absolute terms. This resulted in a continued
major reduction in the profitability of agrarian activity, prompting many
agricultural workers, especially small-scale ones, to abandon agriculture or
to become part-time agricultural workers. We do not have a homogeneous
series of the main macromagnitudes from before 1958. Nevertheless, table
5 shows the unstoppable growth of external input to production, and from
1960 most was from outside the sector, when the industrialisation process
had only recently begun. This table shows how the use of fertilizers grew by
185% between 1960 and 1985, and how, by 2010, this growth had become
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more moderate due to the results of the economic and financial crisis. The
yields per unit area increased thanks to the addition of higher amounts of
chemical fertilizers, especially in irrigated lands and in the territories which
used new seed varieties, both hybrid and improved. The most immediate
effect of the application of this land-saving technology was not only the
possibility of using these varieties, far more productive than traditional
ones in optimum nutrient and water supply conditions, but it also put an
end to the rotations imposed by traditional farming to adapt to the scarcity
of both factors. This is how monoculture progressed, with the alternation
of crops determined by the demands of agrarian markets, rather than by
agronomic rationality. The consequent reduction in biodiversity encouraged
the appearance of plagues and plant illnesses and the use of phytosanitary
products, which had been quite limited until then. The application of this
type of chemical remedy caused a vicious circle in which breaking the
trophic chains (the disappearance of beneficial insects which controlled
insect plagues is the result of insecticide use), along with advances in crops
and homogeneous varieties in large expanses of land, brought about the
growing use of these substances to control plagues and illnesses. This
explains the fact that the use of phytosanitary products was multiplied by 21
between 1960 and 2010, as there has been no proportional increase in yields
per unit of area or land cultivated.

But the most spectacular advance, the most defining for this
industrialisation phase, was the mechanisation of most agrarian tasks. The
number of tractors was multiplied by 18, cultivators by 123 and the number
of harvesters increased from little over five thousand to almost sixty thousand.
This began with large farms and cereals and extended to vegetable gardens
and greenhouses, affecting practically all the smaller ones. Table 5 does not
include irrigation installations or collective and individual infrastructures
built to store superficial waters and elevate underground water, one of the keys
of industrialisation. We do not have space in this text to refer to this subject,
which will be examined at a later stage. Nevertheless, both mechanisation and
the provision of irrigation infrastructures caused a significant increase in the
demand for final energy in the agrarian sector. As can be seen in table 3, fuel
consumption was multiplied by 30 and electricity consumption by 13.5.

Finally, it is worth noting how forced cultivation under plastic in its
different forms has developed in Spain, mostly greenhouses for growing
vegetables and tunnels for fruit production, a reflection of the production
specialisation of Spanish agriculture in general. Table 5 details the growth

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undergone in surfaces devoted to these crops, which went from over 7,200
to almost 12,000 hectares, mainly greenhouses. These surfaces, with various
cultivation cycles in the same year, reach high levels of production which
have conditioned and contributed to the lowering of the prices received
by farmers and further reducing the profitability of open air crops, and
especially, production in the rain-fed crops of the inner peninsula.
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Graph 7 shows the vast amount of energy from the agrarian sector
that had to be injected into the agro-ecosystems to maintain continuous
growth in agrarian production. All the input has been reduced to primary
energy, that is, energy costs both for manufacturing and for operation and
maintenance of the production process, expressed in terajoules. It can
therefore be observed that since 1960 the primary energy invested has been
multiplied by seven, an increase much higher than that experienced by
actual crops. Table 6 breaks down this consumption, showing the relative
importance in terms of energy for Spanish agriculture of four inputs: the
use of fertilizers, particularly the manufacturing of nitrogen fertilizers, a
process which consumes a lot of energy; the consumption of fuel to sustain
the stock of agricultural machinery; the electricity, mostly to bring water
from underground; and finally, the feed, which consumes the most primary
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energy, highlighting the focus on intensive livestock farming recorded in the
agrarian sector in recent years.

This model, based on the growing use of input from outside the sector,
has had and continues to have very important economic consequences:
the continued increase in costs from outside the sector has made farmers
increasingly dependent on markets, has caused a reduction in agrarian
income and has destroyed employment in a mad race to save on labour
costs in order to compensate for the fall in income. It is extremely difficult
to reconstruct the evolution of agrarian income between 1958 and the
present, partly due to the continued changes in the accountancy of the
statistics service of the Ministry of Agriculture and the habitual continuous
corrections in the macromagnitudes of the sector. Nevertheless, we have
constructed a complete series with the salary data of agrarian income, as they
appear in the statistics, ensuring maximum continuity. Despite this several
leaps appear, the most important of which took place in the 1990s due to
the effects of Spain joining the European Economic Community and the
arrival of grants from the Common Agricultural Policy following a period
of transition. This series has been deflated using Consumer Price Index
data provided by the National Statistics Institute. Graph 8 shows a series
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Graph 8: Evolution of Spanish Agrarian
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expressed in “pesetas” of 1961. As can be observed, agrarian income in real
terms has decreased by thirty per cent since 1961, while other branches of
activity have continuously increased their income. The fact is that agriculture
stopped being profitable some time ago, even with the grants from the
Common Agricultural Policy.

From the start of mechanisation, the best way to counteract the fall
in agrarian income has been to increase labour productivity by replacing
manpower with machines. For example, since 1990 the number of people
employed in the agrarian sector has gone from 1,286,000 to 881,000 in 2012,
so that the agrarian income per worker employed has gone from 10,699 €
to 12,981 in 2012, increasing by 12.45% (Ministry of Agriculture, Food and
Environment, consultation from June 2014). This destruction of employment
is not new and has been a constant in the sector from the early 20th century.
According to the National Institute of Statistics (www.ine.es), the agrarian
active population has fallen dramatically to a tenth of that of 1950. At that
time it provided almost half of the country’s employment, while in 2010 it
provided approximately 4%. Numbers have dropped from almost five million
farmers in the early 20th century to under half a million at present, many of
whom can only practice agrarian activities on a part-time basis.

This loss of profitability also has its biophysical counterpart. If we transfer
this sustained increase in costs from outside the sector to energy magnitudes,
the balances between input and final product show that this process has
also been highly inefficient, with Spanish society investing large amounts
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of money to obtain food, fibres and the raw materials it consumes. Spanish
agriculture has gone from being an essential source of energy to demanding
it instead. In fact, without grants for external energy it could not function the
way it currently does.*® This injection of energy resulted in the multiplication
of yields per unit of area in croplands, particularly irrigated ones, and
especially in major increases in labour productivity. According to Smil,* the
extension of soil farmed in the world in the 20th century has increased by a
third, but as productivity has multiplied by four, crops have multiplied by six
in this period. This gain is due mainly to the fact that the amount of energy
used has multiplied by eight. As we will see, Spain has followed a similar path.
Moreover, agricultural products travel very long distances before reaching
consumers’ tables and require a vast logistic infrastructure. Processed food
has overtaken fresh food and increasingly more foods are consumed outside
the home. New and more sophisticated “artefacts” powered by gas and
electricity now intervene in human nutrition, and have increased the energy
cost of nutrition. For example, in Spain the primary energy invested in the
wide and complex process of nutrition was 1,408 PJ in 2000, almost 27% of
the 5,240 PJ calculated for total primary energy consumption. This amount
includes not only the energy costs in the agrarian sector strictly speaking, but
also those from transport, processing, assembly and packaging, sale in food
establishments and the costs of conservation and preparation in homes. The
agrarian sector is responsible for a little over a third of the total consumption
of primary energy; transport of food (17.43%), industrial processing (9.83%),
packaging (10.63%), sale (9.61%), conservation and consumption (18.35%)
of the other two thirds. At present, Spain requires more than 1,408 PJ to
satisfy its endosomatic metabolism, while the energy in the food consumed
barely provides 235 PJ. For every energy unit consumed in the form of food,
six have been spent on production, distribution, transport and preparation.*
Ecological economic indicators have been proposed to assess the energy

efficiency and profitability of agrarian systems and of economic activity
in general from a societal perspective. This way of measuring the social
profitability of energy investments is known as EROIs, Energy Return on
Investments, and several indicators have been proposed to measure it. Here
we use three that were proposed recently and which we have contributed to
formulating® in order to adapt them to the specific aspects of the agrarian
sector.

These indexes measure the efficiency of the productive use of energy
from a social perspective, evaluating the returns received by society for each
energy unit invested in agrarian production, a detailed explanation of which
can be found in Tello et al.*”” The first is known as Final EROI and measures
the total energy invested to get the Final Produce; that’s to say, the vegetal
and animal biomass produced for human consumption. The formula is as
follows:

Final EROI (FEROI) = Final Produce (FP) / [Biomass Reused (BR) +
External Inputs (EI)].

Nevertheless, this index could be broken down in two more EROIs,
depending on where the attention is focused, whether on external input used
to obtain the final product or on the amount of biomass reused to this end.
Therefore, the Internal Final EROI (IFEROI) measures Final Produce in
relation with internal inputs (mainly Biomass Reused)

External Final EROI (EFEROI) = Final Produce (FP) / External Inputs (EI)

and External Final EROI measures the Final Produce in relation with
external inputs (mainly, but not always, fossil fuels)

We applied these indexes to Spanish agriculture at three key points in its
evolution: at the start of the period, when most production was still organic,
that is to say, when it only used minimal amounts of artificial phosphoric
fertilizers. A second period in the early 1960s when mechanisation, or rather
the industrialisation process of Spanish agriculture, had already begun. The
final stage takes place in the present when almost all agriculture can be
considered to be industrial.

Table 7 summarises the main indicators in energy terms of Spanish
agriculture since the early 20th century. The table shows that the real net
primary productivity of Spanish agro-ecosystems has grown moderately
in energy terms (27%), especially since industrialisation. Of all the
biomass which had to be invested to ensure the continued operation of
agro-ecosystems and to increase production, the greatest growth was in
reused biomass, while un-harvested biomass, which is related to the food
available to other species, has increased to a lesser extent. This disparate
evolution shows the extent to which the loss of biodiversity has been a
major consequence of the industrialisation process. This benefited livestock
farming, associated with reused biomass, since it has contributed to feeding
constantly increasing livestock numbers. Reused biomass has increased
even more than net primary productivity, highlighting how Spanish
agro-ecosystems have been progressively relegated by intensive livestock
production, given the increasing demand for meat and dairy products and
the partial abandonment of the Mediterranean diet, replacing it with a
generally less healthy diet that is more dependent on these products.*

As was to be expected, labour has decreased dramatically since peaking
in the 1950s, just before mechanisation. The importance of this process for
replacing manual labour and animal traction with machines became manifest
in the sharp fall in energy value between 1960 and the present. This is the
opposite of what has happened with other inputs from outside the agrarian
sector. The table shows the evolution of the three main ones: chemical
fertilizers, feed and machinery. Synthetic chemical fertilizers have experienced
the highest relative growth although their contribution to external input
has not exceeded 14% of the total energy expenditure for 2008. This small
percentage ought to be put into relation with a phenomenon characteristic of
semi-arid agro-ecosystems like the Mediterranean ones: the lack of rainfall
and ensuing limitations, even to the expansion of irrigation systems, means
that the application of fertilizers is of limited use in terms of the increase in
net primary productivity in the absence of optimal hydric conditions. This
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becomes manifest in the increase by a mere 27% of NPPact (real net primary
productivity) registered between 1900 and 2008. In terms of energy, the
introduction of mechanical technology, developed from the 1960s onwards,
has had greater importance, since today it accounts for over a quarter of
external energy invested in agrarian production. However, the input which has
acquired the greatest importance has been that of animal feed, mainly fodder,
which has grown exponentially so that it currently represents 41% of external
input. As we will see, this fact, along with the growing importance of reused
biomass mentioned earlier, is the main reason for the significant reduction in
the efficiency of our ecosystems in biomass production.

In short, Spanish society has invested a considerable amount of energy in
obtaining a supply of food with an increasing livestock component. Proof of
this can be found in that external energy injected into the agro-ecosystems,
which was multiplied by over 23,000 during the industrialisation process.
All of this to obtain a 47% increase in Final Production destined for human
consumption in its different forms. Final production in croplands doubled
in energy terms, but the final livestock product has increased the most by
far. Most of Spanish agro-ecosystem production between 1960 and 2008
was invested mainly in producing food for livestock. While Spanish agro-
ecosystems underwent an “agriculturalization” process until the 1960s,
from that point until now they have undergone a “livestocking” process
(concentrating mostly on intensive livestock farming), connected to the change
in diet mentioned earlier. For this reason, the recognised inefliciency of the
conversion of vegetable biomass into animal biomass has been transferred to
the entire Spanish agrarian sector, as can be observed in the EROIs proposed.

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Table 8 shows the indexes for each of the EROISs considered, and the Final
EROI can be seen to have decreased significantly despite the large amount
of external energy injected. It could be said that the industrialisation of the
Spanish agricultural sector has led to a considerable loss of efficiency (over
40%) or to put it bluntly, the growth of agrarian production has been possible
thanks to the increased use of energy. This confirms the statement by Smil at
the start of this section: the key to the increased yields per unit of area and
to the increase in agrarian production is due to the huge increase in energy
incorporated into production, particularly from fossil fuel. In this respect
we can state that traditional organic agriculture was more efficient than
industrial agriculture in terms of the total input of energy invested.

This can clearly be seen in the External Final EROI, which has decreased
dramatically, going from a final production of almost 22 joules per joule
invested from outside the sector to 6.5 in 1960 and to 1.4 in 2008. Apparently,
traditional organic agriculture had to invest a large amount of biomass to
ensure its own reproduction, but in the case of Spain the Internal Final EROI,
which as we saw is closely linked to reused biomass, is also more inefficient
for industrial agriculture than for traditional organic agriculture and has
increased by 13.4% since 1900. As can be seen below, this is due to the vast
amount of energy that has to be devoted to feeding Spanish livestock.

This loss of efficiency of industrial agriculture compared with traditional
organic agriculture may have its origin in three main factors. Firstly, the
progressive loss of production capacity undergone by Spanish agro-ecosystems
as a result of industrial handling itself: high erosion rates,” the reduction in
organic matter in the soil, the salinization of underground water in some places
in Spain, the loss of agrarian biodiversity,* etc., are resulting in increasingly
lower amounts of additional biomass being obtained with the same amount
of external input. The deterioration of basic assets (soil, water, biodiversity,
etc.) provoked by industrial agriculture is taking its toll. Secondly, the great

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amount of biomass from outside the sector that is being invested in the form
of feed for Spanish livestock. In third place, its maintenance, not only requires
increasing amounts of external feed, but also dedicating increasing agricultural
production to feed, increasing the amount of reused biomass considerably.
This last result is somewhat unexpected. In theory, given the high territorial
cost required to restore fertility and produce the necessary energy for the
production process, traditional organic agriculture should be more inefficient
than industrial agriculture as regards the investment of internal energy.** The
availability of external inputs allows them to save on productive land, that is
to say, to reduce the investment of reused biomass. Consequently, the Internal
Final EROI and even the Final EROI should be increasing. However, this has
not been the case, as the increase in production seen between 1960 and 2008
was mostly invested in feeding the livestock, recognised for its inefficiency in
converting energy.

In short, Spanish agrarian production has experienced impressive growth
during the 20th century, which has allowed it to ensure the supply of food to
the population and even to transform some crops into important chapters in
foreign trade for Spain. However, this growth has had its negative side, since
it was based on the injection of large amounts of external energy, on the
destruction of employment and the loss of profitability of agricultural activity.
But perhaps the most serious part is the impact of the current industrialised
agriculture model on Spanish agro-ecosystems, exposed to the overexploitation
of hydric resources, pollution of the water by nitrates and pesticides,” high
erosion rates* and an alarming loss of biodiversity.* Damage which in the
immediate future will end up reducing production capacity. Therefore, the
history of Spanish agriculture cannot merely be considered a success story.
